Pastor

Dear Parishioners,

Some parishioners have raised questions regard-
ing the morality of the Covid vaccines. There is much
debate regarding this issue and frankly the informa-
tion seems to be all over the place! As with all
things, prayerful discernment while exercising the
virtue of prudence is essential when making a deci-
sion.

On this matter, one must make an informed deci-
sion and trust what is best for his or her body and
soul. Therefore, no one should be pressured to take
any vaccine that violates a well formed Catholic con-
science. Also, we should receive our information
from a variety of sources, as the message of the
mainstream media should not always be considered
infallible! With that being said, Bishop Tobin has
released his official guidance/statement on the mat-
ter for your consideration:

“The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops
(the USCCB) has pointed to serious moral questions
related to the use of the Johnson & Johnson COVID-19
vaccine. These concerns arise because the vaccine was
developed and produced using abortion-derived cells.
Accordingly, the use of the Johnson & Johnson vaccine

should be avoided if at all possible.

However, although it is not an ideal situation, if the
other vaccines currently being used are not readily
available, or if an individual cannot choose which vac-
cine to receive, individuals may receive the Johnson &
Johnson vaccine with a clear conscience and without
incurring moral fault. Widespread vaccination in the
community is essential to the mitigation of COVID-19,
a very serious disease.”

It is difficult to believe that it was exactly one year
ago this week when our lives were disrupted by the
pandemic. One year ago, we were unable to conduct
public Masses for most of Lent, Holy Week, and
throughout the entire Easter season. Thankfully,
one year later, we are able to safely worship during
this most sacred time. If you haven’t been to church,
and yet are doing other activities, now is the time to
consider coming back. Our Lord eagerly awaits your
return!
