Dear Parishioners, 
 
     Today the Easter Season concludes with the 
celebration of the great Feast of Pentecost.  (I be-
lieve its’ the most underrated day in the liturgical 
year!) Pentecost marks the “Birthday of the 
Church”, a momentous occasion when the Holy 
Spirit, the Third Person of the Blessed Trinity, de-
scended upon the Apostles.  
 
     With the coming of the Holy Spirit, the Apostles 
were transformed and empowered to proclaim 
the Gospel to all the ends of the Earth. Of course, 
the work of the Spirit continues today until the 
end of time!  Pentecost is considered the birthday 
of the Church - as it is when Peter, the first Pope, 
preaches for the first time and converts thousands 
of new believers.

With that, we each received the supernatural 
gifts of  the Holy Spirit, which are wisdom, under-
standing, knowledge, counsel, fortitude, piety and 
fear of the Lord. These gifts enable the believer to 
live out the Faith and conform more perfectly to 
Christ. How often do you and I pray to utilize these 
awesome spiritual gifts in our lives?  
 
“Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and 
kindle in them the fire of your love. Send forth your 
Spirit, and they shall be created. And You shall re-
new the face of the earth.”

As announced on April 3rd, Fr. McMahon has been 
appointed the new Pastor of St. Philip’s Parish in 
Greenville, effective July 1st, 2022. Father McMahon 
has served as Pastor in Burrillville for eight years,  
first at Our Lady of Good Help in Mapleville (and as-
sisting with Campus Ministry at Bryant University) 
in 2014, then adding St. Theresa’s Shrine in 2015 
and Administrator of St. Patrick’s Harrisville in 
2021.  Father’s last weekend is June 18/19th.

Bishop Tobin has appointed a 
new Pastor for the Burrillville 
Catholic Collaborative! Father 
Jose Parathanal, C.M.I. will be-
come the new Pastor of Our 
Lady of Good Help Parish & St.

In addition, the 
Bishop has informed us that a second priest from 
Father Jose’s community will be assigned to assist 
with the pastoral ministry in Burrillville, which will 
be determined at a later date.
