Dear Parishioners,

This weekend the Church celebrates the So-
lemnity of the Most Holy Trinity. It is the most
significant revelation of who God is, Father, Son
and Holy Spirit, and is the central mystery of
Christianity. When someone asks what it means
to be a Christian, the answer is more than fol-
lowing a moral doctrine or particular religious
practice. Rather, it is to believe in the God re-
vealed by Jesus Christ, the Blessed Trinity.

The feast of the Blessed Trinity was intro-
duced in the ninth century and was only in-
serted in the general calendar of the Church in
the fourteenth century by Pope John XXII. Wor-
ship of the Trinity is, of course, to be found
throughout the liturgy. Constantly the Church
causes us to praise and adore the thrice-holy
God who has so shown His mercy towards us
and has given us to share in His life . Theologi-
ans have grappled and expounded upon this
mystery for centuries. One of the best explana-
tions of this mystery defines the Holy Trinity as
a communion of Divine Persons bounded by love.
On our part, as individual believers, we are
asked to respond with trust and faith in the Tri-
une God, even though it is a profound truth be-
yond finite human comprehension!

Next weekend, we celebrate the Feast of Cor-
pus Christi, Solemnity of the Body and Blood of
Christ. As our Catholic faith teaches, the same
Triune God desires to come to us through the
mysterious guise of the simple elements of
bread and wine. Our Church is filled with pro-
found mysteries that we are called to embrace
with faith and devotion!
