Dear Parishioners, 
 
     This weekend, the Church celebrates the  beau-
tiful Feast of Corpus Christi, the Solemnity of the 
Body and Blood of Christ.  The Catechism of the 
Catholic Church tells us that: “The Eucharist is ‘the 
source and summit of the Christian life.’ The other 
sacraments, and indeed all ecclesiastical ministries 
and works of the apostolate, are bound up with the 
Eucharist and are oriented toward it. For in the 
blessed Eucharist is contained the whole spiritual 
good of the Church, namely Christ himself.” (1324).           
 
    As Catholics, the Holy Eucharist is our most 
treasured sacramental gift! The same Lord who 
died on the cross comes to us in the  real presence 
when Mass is offered in order to feed us with his 
body and blood. The Eucharist constitutes "the 
Church's entire spiritual wealth, that is, Christ Him-
self, our Passover and living bread.  It is the 
"Sacrament of Sacraments” and through it "the 
work of our redemption is accomplished." Jesus 
Christ who is the "living bread that came down 
from heaven" assures us that “whoever eats my 
flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will 
raise him on the last day. For my flesh is true food, 
and my blood is true drink." As we celebrate this 
feast, let us do so with great faith, devotion and 
solemnity. Thus, we should never take the gift of 
the Holy Eucharist for granted!  
 
     It is fitting that on the Feast of Corpus Christi, I 
will be offering my final weekend Masses at Our 
Lady of Good Help Parish. It is hard to believe that 
eight years have flown by so quickly! I am pro-
foundly grateful to have served you as my first 
pastorate. I will write more on this topic next 
week in my final Pastor’s Letter. In the meantime, 
let us pray for one another!
