Merry Christmas! This certainly has been a mara-
thon weekend, with Christmas falling on Saturday
and today being the Feast of the Holy Family of Jesus,
Mary and St. Joseph. It is my prayer that this Christ-
mas Season will be one of authentic joy and peace,
despite the current situation of the world!

Christmas is usually a time when many Catholics
come back to Mass who haven’t attended in awhile.
This is particularly true over the last few “Covid”
dominated years. However, a recent “Wall Street
Journal” article shows a disturbing trend! According
to a recent survey, more Americans left “organized
religion” during the Pandemic than in any time
prior. The survey shows that the percentage of
Americans with no religious affiliation rose to 29 %
while Christians declined to 63%, with church atten-
dance down 30 % to 50 % of pre-Covid numbers.
The report also stressed the general trend towards
Godlessness, especially among younger generations.
Although disturbing, this not at all surprising! This
trend is evident even in the most devout families.

Christ came into the world as our Savior, to bring
the entire human race peace and the hope of salva-
tion. There is no greater gift! The reality is ALL of us
need God in our lives and therefore the practice of
the faith is essential in order to truly live the Chris-
tian life. For a serious believer, not attending Mass
nor abandoning a personal commitment to prayer
are not options. The trend of the world is ominous
and foolhardy. However, each of us can be the differ-
ence by the way in which we embrace our own com-
mitment to living our Catholic Faith. The miracle of
the Incarnation, the Word made Flesh, reminds us
that our lives and eternal salvation is important to
God. So then, why is God not a priority with so many
of us?? A good question to ponder this week!!
