Hilliard Approves Rezonlng for Greenbrier PUD

The Hilliard Town Council met
Thursday night for their first meeting
of November. The meeting had a full
agenda and was well attended. The
Public Hearing and First Reading on
Ordinance 2021-09 was the first topic
of a long discussion. The ordinance,
which concerned PUD Rezoning for the
Greenbrier PUD located on the west side
of US 1, to the south of the intersection
with Henry Smith Road and west of Old
Dixie Highway, will be a Planned Unit
Development of single family homes.
The applicant, Rogers Towers, P.A.
and National Land Partners II, LLC,
authorized agents for Hilliard Equity
Resources, Property Owner, gave a very
in depth presentation of the entire PUD.

The property is a total of 161.25
acres with 126.04 acres set for mixed
use and the remaining 32.21 for
wetlands. “The entrance to the property
will be off of US Highway 1. There
will be three commercial buildings at
the entrance and the homes will begin
behind that area,” said Courtney Gaver,
of Rogers Towers, P.A. “There will be
a traffic study done that may include
placing a traffic light at the entrance.
The complete build out will be 350
single family homes. There will be
no entrance to the development off of
Henry Smith Road however there will
be a buffer of woods between the road
and the homes.”
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After much conversation and
questions, the council approved first
reading with a few conditions and set
the Final Reading and public Hearing
for Thursday, January 6, 2022 at 7 p.m.

Wanda Nichols, representing Relay
for Life of West Nassau County, was on
hand to present the town with a letter
of appreciation for their support for the
2021 Relay. “Even though we had to
deal with the pandemic issues, we still
managed to raise over $22,000.00,”
said Nichols.

The first order of business was
a request for a letter for Legislative
Appropriation  Funding for the
construction and paving of Sixth Street
by Douglas Adkins of Dayspring
Health. “I am requesting to have 353 ft.
of Sixth Street to be paved. I received
an estimate in the amount of $180,000
to have it done,” said Adkins. “This is
Sixth Street on the east side of US 1.
There is a lot of money right now in the
Florida Legislative Funding from the
American Rescue Plan. Now is the time
to send in a letter requesting funding. I
work with lobbyists that can assist in
pushing the funding through.”
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“I would rather ask
& for money for issues
we need to address
now,” said Councilman
i Jared Wollitz. “Why
not try to get funding
for sidewalks on US 1
for residents that have
i to walk to Winn Dixie
| for food?”

“Why try to get
4 money for paving a
¥ road that won’t help
anyone right now?”
added Councilman
Lee Pickett. “As we
continue to grow, our
infrastructure is in
need of expanding.
Why not ask for
money for something
we really need?”

“You can ask for anything. You
never know, all they can say is no or
yes,” said Adkins.

“If we write this letter with your
request and add money for our needs,
you will give it to your lobbyists
and handle the cost for us,” asked

Councilwoman Callie Bishop.

“Once you send the letter, [’ll do my
best,” said Adkins.

The council set a special meeting for
Monday, November 8 to decide what
town projects to include in the letter.
The deadline to accept appropriation
letters is November 17.

In the special meeting Monday, the
council voted send a letter of support
for Adkins project, along with a letter
including town projects. The Town will
add the paving of Sixth Street to their
list of requests and the Town will file
the applications. Adkins' lobbyists, The
Legis Group, LLC, will support all of
the Town's requests.

In other business, the council
approved town hall Administrative
Assistant Alicia Head from Introductory
Probationary to Regular fulltime status.

The council also approved the
donation of $10,000 to the Nassau
County Council on Aging for Fiscal
Year 2021-2022 to assist seniors in
Hilliard with their Water & Sewer bills.

The next meeting of the council will
be Thursday, November 18 at 7 p.m.

Nominations must be received by the Nassau County Planning Department no
later than 5:00 p.m. on Friday, December 31, 2021. Nominations received after the
nomination period will not be considered.
