Death Penalty Recommended Tragedy Strikes West Nassau

for McDowell

Last week, a
Nassau  County  jury |
has recommended the |

death penalty for Patrick
McDowell for the murder
of 29-year-old Nassau
County Deputy Joshua

Moyers. In March of
2023, McDowell plead
guilty to First-Degree

Murder; Injuring a Police
Dog; and eight counts of Aggravated
Assault on a Law Enforcement Officer.
The Honorable James H. Daniel will
formally sentence McDowell at a later
date.

Around midnight on September
23, 2021, Deputy Josh Moyers was
patrolling in Nassau County when he
saw a red van with a stolen tag. He
followed the van, driven by McDowell,
out of a gas station and turned on his
emergency lights. McDowell and the
passenger in the van, Noelle Gale,
had been smoking methamphetamine
throughout the night. McDowell
pulled over and Moyers asked for
identification. McDowell provided a
fake name and Gale showed a photo of
her driver’s license. Moyers radioed for
backup as he continued the traffic stop.
When Moyers reached for the driver’s
door handle as he asked McDowell
to step out of the vehicle, McDowell
grabbed his loaded gun and shot Moyers
in the face. Moyers immediately fell
to the ground, and McDowell leaned
out of the van and shot Moyers twice
in the back. McDowell told Gale that
“it was me or him” and he was not
going back to jail; McDowell had an
outstanding arrest warrant for Violation
of Probation at the time he was pulled
over. He sped down Sandy Ford Road
and left Moyers to die. Only a minute
or so later, a deputy responded to
assist Moyers with the traffic stop and
found Moyers lying unresponsive with
multiple gunshot wounds. Moyers was
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| pronounced deceased days
| later.

Gale turned herself
in to the police shortly
| after while McDowell
abandoned the van, armed
himself, and hid in the
woods at the end of Sandy
Ford Road. Officers from
across Northeast Florida
and Southeast Georgia
responded to assist in the manhunt. In
the early morning hours of September
24, 2021, the Jacksonville Sheriff’s
Office SWAT Team along with NCSO
deputies utilized JSO K9 Chaos to track
McDowell. The K9 handler released
Chaos, and McDowell fired two shots,
injuring K9 Chaos. Officers returned
fire. It wouldn’t be until September 28
that McDowell was finally captured
with the help of numerous agencies and
JSO K9 Huk. During the penalty phase
prior to closing arguments, McDowell
took the stand and confirmed the State’s
case admitting weeks before he planned
to kill any law enforcement member
who attempted to arrest him. On the
night he killed Moyers, McDowell
admitted he lured him to a dark,

secluded area to carry this out.

“We thank the jury for their time and
diligent attention to this most important
matter. Their recommendation

On the eve of one of the special
nights of your high school experience,
the Junior-Senior Prom, a junior from
West Nassau High School, was in a
tragic accident on US 301 on Saturday,
April 27. The tragedy doesn’t end there,
on Sunday evening, April 28, a WNHS
senior was fatally injured in another
automobile accident.

According to reports, Hannah
McKelvy, 16, received life-threatening
injuries in an accident that occurred
Saturday, April 27 on US 301 near
Bryceville. Hannah remains in UF
Health with serious injuries. Continue
to pray for her and her family.

Sunday, April 28, West Nassau
senior, Sydney Weiscopf, 17, was fatally
injured in an accident off of CR 121.
According to Florida Highway Patrol
reports, around 9:50 p.m. Sunday, the
16-year-old driver of a pickup truck
was traveling southbound on CR 121 at
Batten Road. Sydney, 17, of Bryceville,
driving a SUV, was traveling
northbound on CR 121 at Batten Road.
The driver of the pickup truck failed
to keep a single lane and entered into
the northbound lane, directly into the
path of Sydney’s vehicle. The left front
portion of the truck collided with the
left front portion of the SUV. The driver
of the truck was transported to the
hospital with minor injuries. Sydney
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Sydney Weiscopf
was pronounced deceased at the scene
by Nassau County Fire Rescue. No
criminal charges have been filed at
this time, pending completion of the
accident investigation.

Sydney was an excellent student,
graduating a year early. She attended
West Nassau High School until January.
She then switched to Nassau Virtual
School to complete her education. She
will be awarded her diploma for her
many achievements. She left her mark
on those she came in contact with.
Following is a post from Sydney’s
mother Sherry: There are no words
but then there are many. You (Sydney)
drove me crazy because you were so
head-strong and did things your way.
Your Dad and I are not sure what to do
now. Our baby girl is gone. We love
you! 17 years wasn’t enough but we are
so glad we had you those years. Sydney
left our house to go pick up a friend.
She was less than 2 miles from our
house when the truck heading toward
her crossed into her lane and hit the left
side of her vehicle. She was wearing
her seatbelt. Please pray for the boy that
hit her. He has to live with this the rest
of his life. Yes, we will live the rest of
ours without Sydney, but she is not in
any physical or mental pain.

We ask your prayers for these
families, friends, students and

administration during this difficult time.
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Last Friday, April 26, my dad
celebrated his 92nd birthday, and what
a blessing that is! I am so thankful
and blessed to still have both of my
parents, at 92, and not too far away
from me. As each year passes, we seem
to grow closer. Daddy was born April
26, 1932, in Pine Bluff, Arkansas, and
he still remains a hard core Arkansas
Razorback. Daddy played football,
basketball and baseball in high school
and knew from those days he wanted to
be a coach and teacher. He joined the
US Air Force following high school and
began his military and college career.
Although Daddy was in the military, he
made his way home, married my mom,
and the two set off into the sunset to
also begin their lives. I may be wrong
but I think he achieved his Master’s
Degree around the time I was born as
the fifth and final child.

Daddy couldn’t have chosen a better
career. He excelled as a coach and is still
respected everywhere he goes. Even
though he was coaching and teaching,
he still found time to continue to play
sports when he got a chance. He played
softball for years, one of those games
separating his shoulder. He played in a
men’s basketball league, one of those
games got elbowed in the jaw and
broke his jaw. I must say his children
(me included) kind of enjoyed his jaw
being wired together for a few weeks!
But that never stopped him...he still

loved the game and still does. About
seven years ago, one of his former
‘playmates’ called and asked him to
play in the 80 years and up league. My
mom spoke up quickly and said, “No!”

It’s amazing how many crazy
memories I have growing up with my
dad trying to teach us to play sports.
Somehow, when we played with him,
he always changed the rules. I've
always said he never played fair. A
simple game of pepper on the beach
turned into a competition; throwing
the Frisbee was always me chasing the
Frisbee he threw! Such great memories
and so thankful for them all!

Daddy began his teaching and
coaching career in Homerville, Georgia,
where many of his students and players
still keep up with him. Everywhere
he has been he has certainly left his
mark. Recently, his was in Walmart
in Kingsland and a young lady yelled,
“Hey Coach Stearn!” He quickly turned
around and she was coming to get a
hug from him. She asked if she could
take a selfie with him and post it on
her Facebook. She said my friends are
going to be mad they didn’t see you. It
is random for us to go anywhere with
my parents and someone not come up
and speak to them. They have quite a
legacy.

Above all, my dad is a Christian man
and he loves the Lord with all his heart.
He continues to teach his senior men’s
Sunday school class and loves those
men so much. He calls them each week
to make sure they are okay. He carries
their burdens and ministers to them.
I’ve always had to share my dad with
many other people (players, students,
etc.) and it makes me smile each time
he sees one. But, he has always and
will always be my dad and for that I
am thankful! Happy Birthday Daddy! I
love you! Brat

In the first half of 1 Timothy 6, Paul warns Timothy of false
teachers. He says they are unteachable, argumentative, envious,
dissenting, slanderous, suspicious, and constantly bringing
friction. Then starting in verse 11, Paul gives Timothy a better
way. He says: “But as for you, O man of God, flee these things.
Pursue righteousness, godliness, faith, love, steadfastness,
gentleness. Fight the good fight of the faith. Take hold of the
eternal life to which you were called and about which you made
the good confession in the presence of many witnesses” (1 Timothy 6:11-12, ESV).
In opposition to the false teachers, Timothy is charged to flee these things. He
is not instructed to figure out these evils or to come up with a plan to counter-act
them. He is given one instruction: FLEE. Hot foot it out of there, cut and run, dip,
duck out, hit the road, split, beat feet, book it, vamoose, bolt, clear out. This is our
call as well. When the enemy comes around tempting us to do the wrong thing, we
are to get out of there.

But leaving is not enough, we must “pursue righteousness, godliness, faith,
love, steadfastness, gentleness.” Pursuing righteousness is no easy task. We must
choose to “Fight the good fight of faith.”

Lastly, we must take hold of the eternal life to which we were called. Many of
us have made a profession of faith. Many of us have gone down to an altar called
and began our eternal life with Christ. But have we taken hold of this eternal life?
Lots of times we think of eternal life as a future event, but eternal life begins the
moment we say yes to Jesus. Eternal life is not something that starts after our last
breath. If we know Jesus, we are in the eternal life. So, let’s take hold of it. Because
if we are not moving toward God, we are moving away from Him. Either we are
distracted away from Jesus or we are “pursuing righteousness, godliness, faith,
love, steadfastness, gentleness.” Which one describes you? What are you prepared
to do about it?

The question has been asked of
people, by their boss, party affiliations,
friends and numerous organizations,
none the least of which has been the
nation as a whole.

So maybe it is time to once again
begin to stand for America, land of the
free and the brave, where we can once
again turn on that shining light on the
hill and stand up for the difference
between right and wrong. So how
about it folks?

Throwing
away those pages we disagree with is
not the answer!

f Elwood Edward Geiger
was born August 10, 1925
to Edward and Mary Geiger,
and grew up on a farm north
. of Jacksonville. At the age
of 18, he was drafted into Civilian Public
Service and sent to Gatlinburg, Tennessee
where he spent 11 months building trails
and driving supply and dump trucks. He
was transferred to Lisbon, New Jersey
to work at New Jersey State Colony, a
training facility for young boys, where,
given his farm experience, he was called
upon to work in the dairy. In 1946, Elwood
was discharged to the United Nations
Relief and Rehabilitation Administration
(UNRRA) where he worked in the cattle
and horse shipping program, making three
trips to Poland, one to Bremen, Germany
with horses to Czechoslovakia, and one to
Volos, Greece. Working with the American
Friends Service Committee, Elwood joined
a transport team to deliver building supplies
to war-torn Poland. In 1949, working again
with the AFSC, he spent nine months in
Gaza running the transport to get food,
tents, and medical supplies to the then
270,000 refugees living there. His sister
also worked in Gaza as a nurse at a clinic
serving the refugees, but sadly she died
of meningitis in 1950, and that same year
Elwood returned home to Jacksonville to
work on the family farm.

Elwood met his future wife, Marilyn,
a bookkeeper at Macedonia Community
in north Georgia, and they married in
1952. Elwood and Marilyn moved to
Jacksonville, built their home there, and
actively managed the family farm to support
his parents and provide them with a steady
retirement income. Unable to support them
and his wife and daughter on timber sales
alone, Elwood became a consulting forester,
helping local landowners to manage their
forest lands, and he fought to maintain fair
property tax regulations, serving in this
capacity up to his retirement.

Elwood’s favorite hobbies included
sailing, traveling and reading. He
maintained an enviable memory well into
advanced years. In 2003, he moved with
his wife and daughter to South Dakota,
where he joined and volunteered with the
Spearfish Kiwanis Club until his health
began to decline. He passed away on March
15, 2024 at the Rolling Hills Healthcare
Center in Belle Fourche.
