There is growing discussion about
artificial intelligence and how it will
change our lives. With this emerging
technology, the ability to create fake
information is easier than ever before.
As election season draws closer, this is
increasingly a topic of conversation and
somethingto think about. Understanding
the capabilities of artificial intelligence
(Al) is essential to protecting your vote.

Audio, video, text, and images can
all be manipulated through artificial
intelligence. Threats are commonly
manifested through impersonations
of credible sources. Examples of this
could include an election website
impersonation  giving out false
information, voice clones to create
fake audio recordings of individuals to
spread misinformation, or manipulation
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of images to create a false narrative.
While these examples have always been
a threat, artificial intelligence makes it
easier and faster for bad actors to create

these impersonations. Recognizing
these potential dangers can help you
protect your vote.

First, be knowledgeable and get
election information from our official
website: www. VoteNassauFL.gov.
Here youwill find early voting locations,
dates, and times. This information is

also on your sample ballot and should

Second, to ensure your voter
information is up-to-date, visit our
website under Voters, select Update My
Voter Information. This will help us
keep voting lines short and ensure that
you know your correct polling location
on Election Day.

If you vote by mail, please note
that locations of secure ballot intake
stations are restricted by Florida
Statute. Secure ballot intake stations
are only located in our office at the
James Page Governmental Complex,
inside each early voting location from
9 a.m. to 6 p.m. These are the only
locations allowed by Florida Statute;
so, if you see information that tells you
otherwise, please contact our office
immediately. We have also added a

button on our website’s home page for
Nassau County voters to report election
misinformation.

If you return your ballot through
the United States Postal Service, our
office must receive your ballot by 7
p-m. on Election Day. While other
states require that it be postmarked by
Election Day, Florida Statute requires
that it be received in our Elections
Office by 7 p.m. on Election Day. If
in doubt, please place your ballot in a
secure ballot intake station. On Election
Day, secure ballot intake stations will
only be available at our office and the
Fernandina Beach Historic Courthouse,
per Florida Statute. Our team removes
these ballots at the close of each day
and follows a strict chain of custody
procedure when handling all ballots.

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Following Jesus

Pastor Walter Cooper, He Changed My Mind Ministries, Callahan

So, what does it mean to follow Jesus Christ, to be his disciple?
As disciples, we must respond in faith and obey God’s call as one of
his chosen vessels to spread the gospel’s good news. It is a lifelong
process of denying oneself while allowing Jesus Christ to come and
live inside us. Our main goal as disciples is to spend as much time
with Jesus Christ as possible. To learn as much as possible so that we
can become more like him. We must walk the walk and talk the talk.
He has equipped us with his word and training.

When Jesus called his first followers, they were fishermen in Galilee, tax collectors
and doctors. He talked about seeking the kingdom of God, moving from where they were
to someplace new. Jesus called people to follow him in the way of living. As a result of
the earliest members of Jesus’ movement, there was a drastic transformation in those early
Christians. The book of Matthew gives excellent account. Matthew 4:18-21, “And Jesus,
walking by the sea of Galilee, saw two brethren, Simon called Peter, and Andrew his brother,
casting a net into the sea: for they were fishers. And he saith unto them, follow me, and I will
make you fishers of men. And they straightway left their nets and followed him. And going
on from thence, he saw other two brethren, James the Son of Zebedee, and John his brother,
in a ship with Zebedee their father, mending their nets; and he called them.”

It’s no different today than in Jesus’ day. As people who follow Christ, we need to be
taught the word of God as a body of believers. We come together and allow the pastor to
teach us the word of God. The word instructs us how to live and conduct our lives like
Jesus did. They have the same standards and values. The truth is, it comes with a significant
cost to follow Jesus. Jesus began to preach and to say, repent, for the kingdom of heaven
is at hand. Just as Peter and Andrew had to surrender, granted, they may not have fully
understood the depth of who Jesus is, but they heard the call of repentance.

When we choose to follow Jesus, we two are coming into repentance, turning away from
our old lifestyle of sin and accepting the new life of being led by Jesus Christ, to the path
that he has ordered us to follow. The path to become disciples, the newness of salvation
and the new mission walking with God. “The Lord said to his disciples, “If any man would
come after me; he must deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me. For who whoever
wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever lose his life for me will find it. What good
would it be for a man if he gained the whole world yet loses his soul what can a man give in
exchange for his soul?” Matthew 16:24-26

In order for us to bear fruit like Jesus, we must abide in him, remain dwell, and be
fully devoted to his teaching.

ROMANS 12:2
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Update on Woods Lane Rezoning

Marci McCosh

Last summer, Quantum Rail (WATCO)
requested the rezoning of over 50 acres of
Agricultural Land along Woods Lane to
Heavy Industrial (Application 2023-004).
Nassau County Commissioners heard
concerns from local residents throughout
the summer. At the August 14, 2023
meeting four Commissioners expressed
opposition to the rezoning, until District 4’s
own Commissioner Allison McCullough
unexpectedly reversed her prior opinion
and motioned in favor of the Heavy
Industrial ~ designation. =~ Commissioners
Gray and Huppman then also changed
course, resulting in a narrow 3:2 vote in
favor. Commissioners Klynt Farmer and
John Martin were in dissent.

In  response, neighbors swiftly
organized engaging legal counsel to file
a Petition for Writ of Certiorari (Case #
2023-CA-000477), basically asserting
that due process was not followed. Our
grievances included the county’s expansion
of zoning changes beyond the scope of
the application, dismissal of valid and
legal resident concerns, and inadequate
justification from Planning and Zoning. In
fact, Planning and Zoning repeatedly stated
that no one lived nearby, even while those
very neighbors stood before them! To have
the Commission argue that this
area was suitable for residential
living when they approved a 101-
lot neighborhood in 2006, but is
better suited for heavy industrial
in 2023 right down the street is
absurd - you cannot have it both
ways! The rubber stamp must
stop!

Neighbor’s efforts resulted in a recent
and unexplained denial of the motion on
May 13, 2024. This prompted an immediate
appeal to the State of Florida against
Nassau County. And before you mistakenly
think this does not impact you, please
realize this current dispute underscores
the broader concerns of multiple resident
and community groups countywide when
it comes to planning practices and their
impact on safety and community growth.
Already, this neighborhood has experienced
four semi accidents, including one just last
week, heightening concerns about safety
even before heavy industry arrives. Just
look at the news to see how industrial train
traffic can devastate entire communities

like East Palestine, Ohio. The rubber stamp
must stop!

During a recent Community
Improvement Planning session, there was
a proposal for a $2 million county/DOT-
funded road to reroute Woods Lane. This
initiative aims to address concerns about
mixing residential and heavy industrial
traffic. While it's wonderful that the county
recognizes the potential safety risks of
residential traffic near a Heavy Industrial
zone, 1 question the need for such an
expensive solution, especially when a
compromise on zoning was proposed
by neighbors last year and remains
viable. It's fair to ask whether the county
would undertake similar expenditures
for individual property owners seeking
rezoning. I think we know the answer to
that.

This example illustrates Nassau
County's tendency to bend its own rules to
accommodate growth, even when it is not
smart growth. It's important to note that all
of these actions are being taken for a buyer
as of yet to be determined. How can such
costly actions be justified without knowing
the path forward? The rubber stamp must
stop!

I'm reaching out today for two important
reasons. First, our community’s legal battle
has incurred significant costs.
Neighbors have launched a
GoFundMe campaign, the Woods
Lane Legal Defense Fund, to
support our appeal efforts and
show unity. Please consider
contributing to our cause, big or
small, as every donation makes
a difference.

Secondly, I want to highlight a recent
development: the Special Board of County
Commissioners meeting on June 24, where
the draft of the County Improvement Plan
was presented. Residents of Nassau County
have 30 days to voice their concerns by
writing or calling Commissioners before
the Plan is finalized and voted on at the
September Commission meeting. You can
view the meeting at: www.nassauclerk.

I strongly urge you to watch the meeting to
stay informed about this issue and others
that will shape the future of Nassau County.
