Callahan Volunteer Fire Department Concerns

The Callahan Town Council met
Monday night for their final meeting of
August. The meeting began with two
Callahan residents wishing to address
the council. The first, Ms. Jenny
Ackerman, who lives on Robinwood
Circle. “I have lived in Callahan
for five years and I love it. I'm here
to address code violations within
Robinwood Circle and Brown Street,”
said Ackerman. “These violations range
from mobile homes in disrepair to open
trailers filled with debris, old campers
and vehicles in yards, etc. There is
also a retention pond that the fence is
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broken and needs to be repaired before
something happens. Some sidewalks
have been repaired but not all. People,
like me, like to get out and walk and
it can be dangerous on the sidewalks.
I’m not just a grumpy old woman, I
love people and I love Callahan, but
these things are an eyesore. | maintain
my home and yard. I’'m here to ask
for your (council) help to have these
things addressed and taken care of.
These are truly town code violations.”
Ms. Ackerman provided pictures and a
letter of her concerns to the mayor and
council.

The second resident, Rachel Roberts,

who lives on Arline Road, addressed her
concerns about the Callahan Volunteer
Fire Department (CVFD) and began her
message with her letter of resignation
from the department. “Please accept my
resignation as a member of the CVFD,
where 1 have been a member for over
two years. | have served as a career
firefighter in metro sized departments
and am fully aware of the State laws
on certification for Fire Departments,”
said Roberts. “In January, we (CVFD)
were told that the jobs for Chief and
Assistant Chief would be posted and
was not done so until April. I informed
the clerk and Fire Commissioner Ken

Bass about the requirements, per Florida
Statues, for the positions. I have voiced
my concerns about the lack of safety
equipment and training for our personnel
and no actions have been taken. In my
two years, there has been no training.
Two candidates, one certified and one
not, applied for the Fire Chief position
and in May interviews were held. The
non-certified was chosen. I cannot, in
good conscience, serve as a firefighter
under a chief with no legitimate time in

service.”
Roberts provided a letter of
resignation to the mayor and council

and turned in her volunteer equipment
promptly following the meeting.

The first order of business on
the agenda was a presentation from
Callahan Mayor Randy Knagge. “We
would like to recognize former council
member, Mr. David Mellecker, for
his 12 years of service to the Town of
Callahan.

monetary support for the parade. The
Christmas Parade and Craft Show will
be held Saturday, December 7 at 11
a.m.

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The Silence 1s Broken

Pastor Benjie Loyd, River Road Baptist Church, Hilliard

In the last article, we completed our overview of the Old
Testament. Between the Testaments there are 400 years of
silence. The Old Testament covered 4,000 years of history and
the New Testament will only cover 100 years of history (6
BC-95 AD). The New Testament was anticipated in the Old
Testament. In the Old Testament we saw Christ concealed
and in the New Testament we will Christ revealed. In the
Old Testament, Christ was anticipated. In the New Testament,
Christ is manifested and proclaimed.

The first books in the New Testament are called the Gospels. A gospel is not a
biography of Jesus. A biography would tell you everything about the life the Christ.
The Gospels tell us about the birth of Jesus, then one verse is given to what Jesus
did when he was 12 years old, and then speak of the last three years of Jesus’ life.
The Gospels are selective and purposeful collections of the good news of Jesus’
sinless life, sacrificial death, and triumphant resurrection. The Gospels do not
satisfy our curiosity about the entirety of Jesus’ life, the Gospels give us the good
news of Jesus’ life and ministry and why Jesus is most important figure in history.

* The Gospel of Matthew: Matthew was one of the 12 apostles. Matthew was
a Jew writing to Jews to show that Jesus is the fulfillment of the Old Testament
prophecies and promises. Jesus is presented as the Son of David and the Son of
Abraham (Matt.1:1). Matthew’s gospel can be summarized as follows: Jesus is
revealed (1-9), resisted (10-18), rejected (19-27), and resurrected (28).

* The Gospel of Mark: Mark was not an apostle, but he was a companion of
Peter. Mark is the oldest and shortest Gospel. Mark presents the good news about
Jesus to Gentile audience highlighting most important facts regarding Jesus’ life,
death, and resurrection. Mark’s dominant portrayal of Jesus is the Suffering Servant
(Mark 10:45). The Gospel of Mark begins with an introduction (1), summarizes
the ministry of Christ (2-8:30), and concludes with the Passion of Christ (8:31-16).

* The Gospel of Luke: Like Mark, Luke was not an apostle. Luke was a traveling
companion of Paul. Luke was a historian who carefully constructed a summary of
Jesus’ life and ministry. Luke arranges his Gospel around a travel narrative of Jesus’
time on earth. In (1-4:13), Luke introduces us to Jesus and then he proceeds to show
us Jesus’ ministry in Galilee (4:14-9:50), Jesus’ ministry en route to Jerusalem
(9:51-19:27), and concludes with Jesus’ ministry in Jerusalem (19:28-24).

* The Gospel of John: John was an apostle who wrote his gospel in order to
prove that Jesus was the Son of God and by believing in Jesus, we could have life
in his name (John 20:30-31). John’s Gospel is absolutely fascinating as he presents
Jesus as the Son of God (John 1:1). John’s Gospel is composed of an introduction
(1), the book of signs (2-11), and the book of glory (12-21).

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Hilliard to Increase Water and Sewer Rates

The Hilliard Town  Council
met Thursday night for their final
regular meeting of August. Callahan
businessman and resident Paul Schwend
wished to address the council. “I just
want to thank each of you for your
hard work and participation with the
Fireworks event,” said Schwend. “We
worked hard but it was a great event.
Each time I visit Hilliard or the council
I am greeted so warmly. It’s like we are
all family. It’s good to see the ‘westside’
sticking together.”

The firstitem was a public hearing and
Second and Final Reading on Ordinance
2024-05. The Ordinance concerns the
council to consider regulating the Water
and Sewer Usage Rates in accordance
with the Town Charter Section 4.11 (5)
Action Requiring an Ordinance; and
further stated in Chapter 58 Ultilities of
the Town Code; which states that the
Town Council shall conduct annually a
review of charges and fees; and water
and sewer rates shall increase annually
using the Municipal Cost Index.

The Public Hearing was open for
public comment. Hilliard resident John
Russell approached the podium. “I’'m
not in favor of a water/sewer increase,
again. | voted against this last time too.
I know other residents feel the same
however, they feel as I do, that it will
pass anyway,” said Russell. “If you
(council) allowed more corporations and
companies in the town, they could help
defray the cost.”

“We have not turned any companies
away from coming to Hilliard,” said
Councilman Jared Wollitz. “None of
us up here like to increase any rates or
taxes.”

“Mr.  Russell, [  completely
understand what you are saying.

I’'m sure you traveled on Pine Street
said

when it was closed recently,”
Councilman Kenny Sims. “Just
that one manhole and line
replacements cost $203,000.
And we have others that are
close to needing repair.”

“I would like for us
to have another store.
Callahan is getting a new
Tractor Supply with two others
only 15 - 20 minutes away,” added
Russell. “I would love another grocery
store. I travel 100 miles each week to go
to Walmart.”

The council approved the increase.

“On the base rate of water and sewer,
the average bill will only be about .50
cents more per month,” added Town
Clerk Lisa Purvis.

The increase will not go into effect
until the October billing.
