T HE T RUE KINGSHIP OF JESUS CHRIST 

What kind of King is Jesus? How do you      
envision him? Remembering that they were 
promised a king from the line of David, the  
Israelites hoped for a Messiah who would set 
their political problems aright and bring about a 
worldly kingdom of Judaic power. Even Psalm 
122 seems to describe this type of ruler. Luke’s 
Gospel today shreds that image after the whip 
of the Roman soldiers tore at Jesus’ flesh. Still, 
the Romans flaunted the traditional notion with 
their ironic inscription above King Jesus’ crown 
of thorns. Soldiers and ordinary people jeered 
the royal title at him. Yet the throne of Jesus 
was the cross of Christ, from which he      
dispensed kingly mercy and justice toward the 
humble criminal who shared his execution. 
Writing to the Colossians, Saint Paul describes 
the truth about Jesus and his kingship, using 
words like fullness, peace, and forgiveness. So 
let us go rejoicing!

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Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,      
 

As we all know, Queen Elizabeth II of the United Kingdom has died, aŌer a reign of 70 years.  Her son, Prince 
Charles, has now become King Charles III.  The new King, like his Queen mother, does not hold real power in 
the BriƟsh government.  His powers are symbolic and ceremonial.  Gone are the days when the BriƟsh   
monarch held absolute power.  
 

Today we celebrate the only true King with absolute power over the enƟre universe, Jesus Christ our Lord.  
In his life on earth, he demonstrated a different kind of model of a king.  His white stallion was a beast of 
burden, his crown was one of thorns, and his throne was the cross.  He surrendered his unlimited power in 
obedient love to the will of the Father. 
 

Next Sunday, we will begin the Season of Advent, a period of four weeks of preparaƟon for the celebraƟon 
of the humble birth of our King Jesus in Bethlehem.  I would like to invite you to a 4-part series during       
Advent to learn about Pope Francis’ Apostolic LeƩer “Desiderio Desideravi” (“I Have Greatly Desired”) that 
he has wriƩen to all of us on the beauty and truth of ChrisƟan worship in the Mass.  It will be offered in the 
church on the Tuesdays of Advent, which are Nov. 29, Dec. 6, 13, and 20.  It will be offered twice a day at 
7:30 am and 7:30 pm.  It will be given only in English.  I will offer it again in Spanish during the Season of 
Lent.  Hopefully, this series will help us appreciate more the precious invitaƟon we have all received to join 
Christ our King at the same table he shared with his Apostles that is made present for us in each and every 
Mass.  The Pope dreams of a Church that unceasingly announces this invitaƟon to all people.

Queridos hermanos en Cristo,                
 

Como todos sabemos, la reina Isabel II del Reino Unido ha muerto, tras un reinado de 70 años.  Su hijo, el 
Príncipe Carlos, se ha converƟdo en el Rey Carlos III.  El nuevo Rey, al igual que su Reina madre, no Ɵene 
poder real en el gobierno británico.  Sus poderes son simbólicos y ceremoniales.  Atrás quedaron los días en 
que el monarca británico tenía un poder absoluto. 
 

Hoy celebramos al único Rey verdadero con poder absoluto sobre el universe entero, Jesucristo nuestro   
Señor.  En su vida aquí en la Ɵerra, manifestó un Ɵpo de rey diferente.  Su semental blanco fue una besƟa de 
carga, su corona fue una corona de espinas, y su trono fue la cruz.  Él entregó su poder ilimitado con amor 
obediente a la voluntad de su Padre. 
 

El próximo domingo comenzaremos el Ɵempo de Adviento, un periodo de cuatro semanas de preparación 
para la celebración del nacimiento humilde de nuestro Rey en Belén.  Me gustaría invitarles a una serie de 4 
partes para conocer la carta apostólica del Papa Francisco, “Desiderio Desideravi” (“He deseado mucho”), 
que él ha escrito a todos nosotros sobre la belleza y la verdad del culto CrisƟano en la misa.  Se ofrecerá en 
la iglesia los martes del Adviento, que son el 29 de noviembre, el 6, el 13, y el 20 de diciembre.   Se ofrecerá 
dos veces cada dia, a las 7:30 am y a las 7:30 pm.  Se imparƟrá solo en inglés.  Volveré a ofrecer la misma 
serie en español durante del Ɵempo de Cuaresma.  Espero que esta serie nos ayude a apreciar más la       
preciosa invitación que todos hemos recibido para unirnos a Cristo nuestro Rey en la misma mesa que    
comparƟó con sus Apóstoles y que se nos hace presente en cada celebración de la Eucarisơa.  El Papa sueña 
con una Iglesia que incesántemente anuncia esta invitación a todo el mundo.
