$21.12 Many children are imaginative and like to make 
up stories. Sometimes to get them out of boring 
tasks, like doing homework or taking a bath, 
sometimes just for the sake of creating them, or 
to play pranks on their friends. It’s precisely to 
play with these nuances that Menino 
Maluquinho’s father has gathered thirteen comic 
books in this album. His characters tell one tall 
tale after another, always with good humor and 
lots of craziness. From fisherman's lies to stories 
about aliens, there are all kinds of tall tales. 
Maluquinho and his gang show in their comics 
that telling lies is not for everyone. It requires 
creativity, talent and cleverness! When a lie is 
well told, it is so unbelievable that it almost 
seems true! It can even save someone from 
some embarrassing situations, but, deep down, 
what the gang shows is that lies have short legs!

In life, there are many people telling boys and 
girls what NOT to do. What was missing was 
someone to show that there are many cool things 
that can and should be done. People who say 
YES! Like the Crazy Boy, who is always thinking 
about having fun while doing good. I wonder what 
he is cooking inside that pot on his head? They 
are certainly good ideas. It is worth finding out.

Every child is afraid, but they love hearing about 
a scary, mysterious story and feeling butterflies in 
their stomach when the story ends. It’s no 
different with the Maluquinho Gang: in the book 
Maluquinho maravilha, Ziraldo presents thirteen 
comic strips that put these famous kids in the 
middle of hair-raising situations. Inspired by 
popular culture, the author has the gang act 
alongside folklore characters, such as the 
werewolf and the headless mule, and even with a 
famous urban legend – that of the blonde in the 
bathroom. “The ghost stories have everything to 
do with the tradition and culture of our 
grandparents, and with the stories they told us,” 
recalls Ziraldo.

 This captivating work is full of affection, the kind 
that moves us, the love that is there for us and 
with us, whether here or on the other side of the 
veil that reveals life. Menina Nina is a success, 
with 30 reprints and over 130 thousand copies 
sold in Brazil and other Latin American countries, 
including e-book and audiobook versions.

A wonderful pairing with Alice in Wonderland. 
Retelling the book Alice in Wonderland in his own 
way, Ziraldo focuses on explaining who the girl is, 
this enchanted being who only lasts from the 
ages of 7 to 11. It is the girls who invent 
imaginary friends, who transform their tears into 
rivers of hope, who chase white rabbits, who face 
mad queens and who fall in love with luminous 
cats. After reading more than 100 different 
copies of Alice's story, he realized that Lewis 
Carroll's book is, in addition to a dreamlike 
narrative, an ode in honor of the girl.

This is the story of a brown boy, but it also tells of 
a pink boy. There are two inveterate questioners 
who want to discover the mysteries of colors 
together. “Who invented that the opposite of 
black is white?” “If one of us is brown and the 
other is not exactly white, why do they call us 
black and white?”

Ziraldo remembers his childhood. In the 
encyclopedia, between A and F, he found the 
figure of a kangaroo. It was love at first sight. 
Gugu was his childhood friend, a friend of 
dreams and fantasies, of tenderness and 
comfort. Ziraldo grew up, became a writer, 
designer, artist, and the kangaroo was always in 
sight.

A classic of Brazilian children's literature, O 
Bichinho da Maçã was released in January 1982 
and was an immediate success in the press, 
bookstores and schools. It was awarded the 
1982 Jabuti Prize – Best Art Book – and, 40 
years later, it has been reprinted ever since, 
reaching more than 250 thousand copies sold 
and translations into English and Spanish.  Under 
the apple tree, the animals gathered to listen to 
the most incredible stories told with great humor 
by the little creature that lived inside the apple. 
Unfortunately, one day, danger appeared. The 
Little Apple Creature tells us how he managed to 
escape, thanks to his intelligence.
