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  I hear all the time about how fast time 

  goes by and I feel it myself.  It is  

  coming up on 4 years that I have had 

  the privilege of being the Director of  

  HHAC.  The changes that have taken 

place in those 4 years are crazy!  Not just in my own 

life but the life of The Center.                                          

It was over a year ago the HHAC board voted to 

have Charitable Bingo here.  We thought we were 

going to be able to start sooner but found out after  

weeks of paperwork was complete and was about to 

be submitted, we were told that Charitable Bingo 

was not legal in Uvalde County. The city, yes, but 

not the county.  That was last November! The board 

decided to wait another year to allow it go to a coun-

ty vote rather than a petitioned vote.  What seemed 

like forever is now upon us.                                          

The early vote to allow Charitable Bingo in Uvalde 

County began October 21s and election day will be 

November 5th.  If you are connected with us on Fa-

cebook I am sure you have been flooded with re-

minders.  We have also advertised and passed out 

cards at events all over town.  A committee has 

been formed, people recruited to work, lists made 

and meetings with people that have done this sort of 

thing drawing from their knowledge.                  

Charitable Bingo will not only help HHAC but those 

who enjoy playing it throughout Uvalde.  Many who 

go to other cities in our vicinity will be able to remain 

here.  Several people have told me how glad they 

are that we are doing it in that their mom or dad  

“loves   Bingo” but they worry about them driving so 

far to play. Even Eagle Pass.                                                                           

Now is the time to roll up our sleeves a little higher 

and get ready for what we hope will be great for 

HHAC. But, we need your help.  Please do not as-

sume that it will pass or that your vote is not need-

ed.  It will only pass if people vote.  I encourage you 

now, if you have not done so, please go vote YES 

on November 5th for Charitable Bingo in Uvalde 

County.
