With the Boulder Piano Quartet and Jon Manasse he recorded quintets of Lowell Liebermann for Koch Records. Matt has appeared as soloist with the Oklahoma City Philharmonic, BCOC, ROCO, and the St. Martin’s Chamber Choir among others; his chamber performances have been broadcast on NPR’s Performance Today and BBC’s Channel 3. Dane co-founded the Brightmusic Ensemble in Oklahoma City. Summers Matt teaches at Greenwood Music Camp in Cummington, Massachusetts as well as his own well-received Boulder Violist Session. Past faculty appointments include Metro State University of Denver, and the University of Oklahoma, where he earned tenure.
