Bauhuas Typography existed in Germany during the time
between the two World Wards. Joost Schmidt and Herbert Bayer
laid the foundation for the Bauhuas font. Bayer created the
“universal”, which was a sans-serif font using geometrics. The
Bauhaus font used in this poster was created by Ed Benguiat and
Victor Caruso in 1975. They were inspired by Bayer, Schmidt, etc.
However, their design is not a resurgence of any other Bauhaus

Design.
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
