CORRESPONDENCE
EMS Authority Updates: The Authority has confirmed that it is on hold until 2025. This will give townships time to coordinate their millage rate requests and plan for the county wide millage to occur in 2027. DeTour will be hosting a townhall meeting September 25 for anyone interested in learning more about the authority. 
There will be an assessing Q&A townhall meeting held at Raber Township Hall November 16 from 4p-6p. Residents are invited to attend and discuss questions with township assessor, Tina Fuller. 

Cloverland has a rebate offer for exterior lighting. The township has 3 light fixtures that are eligible. Linda will process the rebate. 

The CCRC is completing work on Traynor and Raber Rd. There is no cost to the township for this work. 

Linda received confirmation regarding questions from the roof bids. Kaysner’s lifetime warranty is only available for residential roofs. Great Lakes does offer a lifetime warranty, but it is essentially paying double the cost in order to pre-pay for the future roof replacement. Linda reached out to Senator John Damoose following discussion with County Commissioner James Traynor. Damoose’s office provided a form to complete to request funds to support the roof replacement cost. 

The key box has been programmed with a new code so that renters can access the hall.
