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Dear Parents and Students,

This letter contains important information pertaining to rehearsal times at Holy Heart Theatre.  Please read through carefully!  Keep this letter for your reference.

Please attend all rehearsals.  It gives students a chance to become comfortable with the stage, understand their placement and learn where they are supposed to enter and exit the stage for their dance.  Please remember that if one person is missing from a dance it affects the entire group.

The following are the staging rehearsal times which will be held at Holy Heart Theatre. The last day of classes held at the studio is Thursday, June 11th.  From then on, all other rehearsals take place at Holy Heart. Students do not wear their costumes to these staging rehearsals but bring your dance shoes.  These rehearsals are extremely important, and students should make every effort to attend.  

Please Note:  There will be no staging rehearsals for ANY comp dances. Their dances will be run in dress rehearsal.

Students are to arrive 15 minutes before their scheduled time.

Dress Rehearsal - Wednesday, June 17th - Show 1 (Second Half)
All students who are in the second half of Saturday’s Matinee, June 20th 
(Show #1) are to arrive at the Holy Heart Theatre by 6:15 pm. Students with costume changes must arrive at 6:00 pm.  Rehearsal will run from 6:30-8:30 pm.

Dress Rehearsal - Thursday, June 18th - Show 2 (First Half)
All students who are in the first half of the Saturday evening show(Show #2) are to arrive at Holy Heart Theatre by 3:30 pm. Students with costume changes must arrive at 3:15 pm. Rehearsal will run from 3:45 – 5:45 pm.

Dress Rehearsal - Thursday, June 18th - Show 2 (Second Half)
All students who are in the second half of the Saturday evening show (Show #2) are to arrive at Holy Heart Theatre by 6:15 pm. Students with costume changes must arrive at 6:00 pm. Rehearsal will run from 6:30 pm – 8:30 pm.

Dress Rehearsal - Friday, June 19th - Show 3 (First Half)
All students who are in the First Half of Sunday’s Show, (Show #3) are to arrive at Holy Heart Theatre by 3:30 pm. Students with costume changes must arrive at 3:15 pm. Rehearsal will run from 3:45 pm – 5:45 pm.

Dress Rehearsal - Thursday, June 17th - Show 3 (Second Half)
All students who are in the second half of Sunday’s Show (Show #3) are to arrive at the Holy Heart Theatre by 6:15 pm. Students with costume changes must arrive at 6:00 pm. Rehearsal will run from 6:30-8:30 pm.



*** If Students are participating in more than one Show they must attend the dress rehearsal for each night they are performing in.

*** Please Note ***
If your child needs to leave early from a rehearsal or performance, please let our staff know.  It is very important for us to know where our students are at all times as their safety is our main concern.


PICK UP & DROP OFF AT HOLY HEART THEATRE
	For all rehearsals and performances, Students should be dropped off at the main entrance of the Theatre. They will be met by a group supervisor to take them to their designated area. Due to fire and safety regulations parents are not permitted backstage during rehearsals or performances unless they are volunteering.  Students will be brought back to the main lobby by their supervisors at the end of their rehearsals.  

Students with costume changes: If a student has a costume change, they must check-in at the costume table to receive their costume labels and find out their designated change areas. Students will receive their labels during dress rehearsals. DO NOT REMOVE LABELS PLEASE!!!


	On performance nights students 10 years old & under will be brought back to their dressing rooms by their group supervisor. You must sign your child in with the group supervisor when you arrive and sign them out before taking your child. (To cut down on congestion in the halls and dressing rooms, we ask that only one parent bring your child to the dressing room to sign them in/out.) If you are volunteering and have a child age 10 or under you may take your child with your volunteer group after the finale. Please make arrangements with the supervisor of your child’s group before doing so. It can be very stressful for supervisors when children are being taken from their group without notification. We appreciate your patience and cooperation.

ARRIVAL TIME FOR SHOWS
For Show 1, Saturday, June 20th 1:00 pm Matinee, students in the first half of the show must arrive at the theatre no later than 12:00 pm. Students in the second half of the show must arrive at the theatre no later than 12:15 pm.
 
For Show 2, Saturday, June 20th 6:00 pm recital, students performing in the 1st half of Show 2 must arrive at Holy Heart Theater no later than 5:00 pm.  Students performing in the 2nd half of Show 2 should arrive no later than 5:15 pm. 

For Show 3, Sunday, June 21st 4:00 pm recital, students performing in the 1st half of Show 3 must arrive at Holy Heart Theater no later than 3:00 pm.  Students performing in the 2nd half of Show 2 should arrive no later than 3:15 pm. 

Performers should arrive in full costume, hair and makeup.

At the end of each show there is a Finale.  All students will come onto the stage at this time with their class to take their bow.  Again, if any student has to leave early, please let us know so we can inform their supervisors that they are to be picked up early.

Other Important information…..Please read carefully.

*** Please make sure that your child’s name is on each piece of their costume and dance shoes. If they are in more than one dance please put each costume in separate bags. Keep all accessories & shoes belonging to that particular costume together!   Put their name on EVERYTHING!!!

*** Make up should be worn on performance nights as the lights tend to wash out the performer’s face.  Make up should consist of eye shadow, blush and lipstick.  Please do not put mascara on younger children as they tend to rub their eyes.

*** During rehearsals students will be able to sit in the theatre and watch the dances. Please remember that there is no food, drink or gum allowed in the theatre.  Students who stay for more than 1 of the rehearsals should bring a snack with them and we will bring them to a designated area where they can eat during the break.

*** Students can bring a snack on the night of the performances with them but please nothing too messy (no Cheetos, messy chips, chocolate, coloured sports drinks or pop) as they will be in costume.  NO GUM!

WE HAVE NUMEROUS STUDENTS WITH FOOD ALLERGIES. PLEASE DO NOT BRING PEANUTS OR TREE NUTS, PEANUT PRODUCTS (NO WOW BUTTER PLEASE), KIWI, EGGS OR FISH TO THE THEATRE.

*** Hair should be worn in a bun with a hairnet the same colour as their hair for all Ballet classes.  Hair should be pulled back away from the face with no pieces hanging down.  We will have people backstage to help any students who must change their hairstyle during the show.  If you have any questions about hair, please ask.

*** Students are not permitted to wear any jewelry (including earrings unless it is an accessory to their costume) on the nights of the performances.  Please do not bring jewelry to the theatre as it is easily lost. 

*** All Ballet students are required to wear pink ballet slippers and ballet pink tights for each performance. Hair must be worn in a bun with a hairnet the same color as their hair.

*** Jazz students are required to wear nude jazz shoes for each performance. Unless otherwise notified.

*** Hip Hop students are required to wear white sneakers (predominately white) unless otherwise specified. Please check with your child’s teacher.

*** No video or photography is permitted on performance nights. Flash photography and video lights can be dangerous and distracting to the dancers.  

*** A video will be taken of performances.  

*** Once the show has started, parents are asked to refrain from entering or leaving the theatre.
