2024 President’s Report

It has been a wonderful 2024 season and I would like to extend a big thank you to all our members for participating and contributing to making the season great. This year we had 14 teams over various grades who performed well and improved exceptionally. This gave us around 140 players through the season. We also had several volunteers who helped and supported the club through the season. We appreciate the time you put in to support our club - thankyou.

This season we again had a dedicated group of coaches and managers committed to helping our players succeed on and off the court. These positions in the club are important and all your work is appreciated by players and the committee. We also saw the return of our popular Senior Training Night, held monthly at Akau Tangi by Billie and Rem. A very big thankyou to all our coaches and managers for offering your experience, expertise and time. 

I would also like to thank our sponsors, who are all essential in keeping our prices low for our players. A thank you to Te Herenga Waka—Victoria University of Wellington, NZ Uniforms, Pelorus Trust, NZ Community Trust (NZCT) and Grassroots Trust. We also continued our partnership with Dalman Physiotherapy which continues to deliver high-quality physio assistance to our players at a reduced price to help players recover quicker and avoid injury. This year we also returned to the Cambridge Hotel, and the Bridge hosted us as our club rooms, offering venue hire, teams of the week tabs and loyalty programs for all members.

This season there were a lot of new improvements made to streamline our services and provide better services to our members, all happening behind the scenes. Firstly, we moved our accounting system to Xero to make fee invoicing and payment easier for our treasurer and players. During registration, we also enlisted POLi to trial enabling players to pay registration fees online. We also moved our website over from Sporty and invested in a domain, hosting and designing a website for easier access and a more polished look. At the same time, we started to pay special attention to our social media and consistently posting, including our new weekly MVP post, game times post and result posts. We plan on continuing to invest our time into growing our social media to make Team Vic and netball more accessible. This season we also extended our facility hireage to the Haitati Court for our Senior/Social teams that would prefer to train there rather than at Salamanca Courts.

This year we formed the Uniform Working Group to look at updating the uniforms. We went into looking at different, more inclusive, uniform options for our players. This will hopefully be picked back up in the new year and we can start to make more progress after Netball Wellington’s AGM.

One of the challenges we faced this season was player absences during the season. This meant that many teams had to rely heavily on the catalogue of subs. I would like to extend a thank you to anyone who helped by subbing through the season, whether it was players in lower teams playing up or players enlisting their friends. Next year we hope to look at ways to firm up commitment from our Premier and Premier Reserve players and ensure they understand the level of commitment expected in playing at a competitive level.

I would also like to thank everyone on the committee for all their hard work over the season. This year we had two returnees to the committee, Billie and Veronica, both past presidents who took positions. We also welcomed two new members, Brigit and Alex, who have become invaluable members of the team. Further, a special thank you to Eva, Tina, Rem, Nicola, Rachel, Tiana and Simone without whom Team Vic wouldn’t be able to run at its high level.

Finally, I would like to acknowledge the addition of another life member to our ranks. Congratulations to Nicola Fahy! Nicola has been working quietly in the role of Grants Officer and consistently bringing in grants so that we are able to keep our fees as low as possible. She has been an essential team member and will be missed as she moves on from the club.
