There are a range of “All-Black” films that were
distributed between the early to mid-1900’s that broke
barriers and challenged the industry for greater
representation, yet 100 years later, are still relatively
unknown.

From Oscar Micheaux, to Dorothy Dandridge, Paul
Robeson, Black Cowboys and many other icons and
genres, The Black Canon Collection encompasses some
of the most unique and rare original film posters in the
world.

Currently, our archiving efforts are just surpassing 3,000
of the estimated 40,000 items that reside in the
collection. While exhibits currently focus on posters, we
are excited to continue to discover and archive artifacts
across media types (albums, film, photographs, books,
etc.,) to build even more powerful and holistic stories and
experiences.
