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One thing about life that never ceases to 
amaze me after having met the eye, is the 
power of an idea. Once the seed of an idea is 
planted deeply enough in your mind, and you 
nourish it with what it needs, it can evolve, 
grow, and eventually become the roots of a 
tree. What truly surprises me is the amount of 
time one can spend feeding an idea before it 
becomes mature enough to manifest. Some 
thinkers spend weeks, months, years, even 
decades, shaping the initial spark of wisdom 
they once received. And that, so far, has been 
the story of my awakened state.

When you realize that everything in existence 
was first imagined before its physical 
manifestation, you begin to look at the world 
differently. You become more aware, more 
empathetic toward the effort required to 
bring an idea to life. To dare to believe in 
something that has not yet taken root in the 
present requires immense faith and intention, 
because as the bearer of that idea, you are 
the only one who can manifest it.
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Part of my own post-blooming came with the realization that I was 
capable of far more than I once believed. We live in a world that tells 
us to choose a single field, to specialize, and to remain there forever. 
In other words, be good at one thing and nothing else. To me, that 
sounds like the slow death of the soul. It’s as if there were no longer 
space for curiosity. Choose a box, dive into it so deeply that you no 
longer see the horizon or what lies beyond you. In fact, ignore even 
that which lies beside you. 

There was a time when one could be a musician, a painter, a scientist, a 
business owner, and even a president, all at once. Today, we are 
encouraged to confine ourselves, to master one thing without seeing, 
tasting, touching, or exploring anything else. This may sound like 
venting, but what I truly want you to understand is this: there are no 
real boundaries. The only limitations that exist are the ones we place 
upon ourselves through belief. To believe in your ability to learn, to 
evolve, and to become the vision you hold of yourself is what will 
ultimately bring you where you need to be.
