Competitors will start in their own time on receipt of
the start signal. The method of timing will be
automatic. Timing starts when the vehicle breaks the
light beam and finishes on completion of their run
(deemed to be one and three quarter laps) when the
vehicle again breaks the light beam.

Cars will be deemed to be ready when they line up,
when the light turns to green the car is expected to

leave the line. If the car does not leave the line within

5 seconds the light will turn red, the run will be
forfeited and the car will be pushed back

A timed run consists of a lap and three quarters from
a standing start. Each competitor will be allowed a
minimum of two timed runs with the fastest timed run
of the day to count

A timing strut is mandatory for ALL vehicles
Competitors will be identified by numbers which will

not be supplied by the organisers and will not be
available at the meeting
