Outlined in this handbook you will find our studio policies and procedures. Please read through to make sure your child is prepared for what will be a wonderful season of dance. 






Enrollment:
We utilize a studio software called Studio Director which allows us to keep all your dance information in one spot. 
You can enroll your dancer into their respective class online at anytime during our enrollment periods (the month of August-September 14 & December 23-January 5). Below is the link to our Studio Director online enrollment:

You will be able to create an account for your dancer or family that will allow you to enroll in classes, view attendance records, progress reports, receive studio emails and messages, view bills and payments due and much more. At this time you are not able to pay online. To pay any tuition or fees please stop by the front desk at the studio or call us at (316)535-0200. 

Classes:
We offer classes for dancers ages 3 up to adults. All recreational classes run September-May ending our dance season with a recital to be scheduled in late May or early June. All our recreational classes will also have the opportunity to perform in a more laid back performance around Christmas to help us practice performing in front of an audience. Below are our class offerings and recommended ages for each class:
Creative Movement – ages 3 years old, beginning ballet and pretap, 30 minutes
PreSchool Combo – ages 4-5 years old, ballet and tap, 45 minutes
Level I Combo – ages 6-7 years old, tap and jazz, 60 minutes
Level I Ballet – ages 6-7 years old, ballet only, 45 minutes
Level II Combo – ages 8-10 years old, tap and jazz, 60 minutes
Level II Ballet – ages 8-10 years old, ballet only, 45 minutes
Level III & IV Classes – ages 10 and up, by instructor approval only, 45 minute classes in one single style per class, offered in tap, jazz or ballet (students can enroll in one or multiple styles)
Hip Hop – ages 7 and up, hip hop only, 45 minutes 

Tuition & Fees:
One Class per week - $42/month 
Two Classes per week - $75/month
Three Classes per week - $100/month
Four Classes per week - $120/month
Drop In Adult/Teen Classes - $10 per class 
All tuition payments are due on or before the 1st of each month (September-May). A $10 late fee will be assessed after the 7th of each month. 
Tuition payments can be made at the studio front desk or over the phone. We can accept cash, check or credit card at the front desk. We can accept card payments over the phone at (316)535-0200. 
Tuition costs are the same each month regardless of holidays or studio closings. In case of inclement weather and the studio is not open during a normal class day a makeup class will be scheduled. 
All recreational classes (excluding Teen/Adult Class) require several extra fees. These fees are a one-time payment and can be paid at the front desk or over the phone just like tuition payments. Below are the additional recreational class fees:

Registration Fee - $20 (per family) – to be paid upon enrollment, non-refundable, no later than September 14th 
Recital Fee - $30 per dancer – due on or before October 1, non-refundable after December 15th. 
Costume Fee - $55 per class – due on or before November 1st, non-refundable after December 15th. 

A $10 late fee will be assessed on all additional fees if paid more than a week after it’s applicable due date. 

Dress Code:
Proper attire is very important to good instruction. Your dancer’s instructors want to be able to see the dancers’ lines in order to correct and ensure proper placement. The correct shoes are also imperative to each class. Please make sure to bring all dance shoes to class each week as each style will be practiced each week. Below is our dress code for each class:
Creative Movement:
Black leotard, pink tights, ballet skirt is optional 
Hair out of face, pulled into ballerina bun
Pink leather ballet shoes (no silk slippers please)
PreSchool Combo:
Black leotard, pink tights, ballet skirt is optional
Hair out of face, pulled into ballerina bun
Pink leather ballet shoes (no silk slippers please) AND Black tap shoes
Level I Ballet:
Black leotard, pink tights, ballet skirt is optional
Hair out of face, pulled into ballerina bun
Pink leather ballet shoes (no silk slippers please)
Level II-IV Ballet:
Leotard, pink tights, ballet skirt is optional (no shorts worn please!)
Hair out of face, pulled into ballerina bun
Pink leather or canvas ballet shoes (no silk slippers please)
Level I Combo:
Black leotard, tan/nude tights, dance shorts, capris or leggings optional
Hair out of face, pulled into ponytail, bun or braid
Tan leather jazz shoes AND Black tap shoes


Level II Combo:
Leotard, tan/nude tights, dance shorts, capris or leggings optional
Hair out of face, pulled into ponytail, bun or braid
Tan leather jazz shoes AND Black tap shoes
Level III/IV Jazz:
Leotard, tan/nude tights, dance shorts, capris or leggings optional
Hair out of face, pulled into ponytail, bun or braid
Tan leather jazz shoes
Level III/IV Tap:
Leotard, tan/nude tights, dance shorts, capris or leggings optional
Hair out of face, pulled into ponytail, bun or braid
Black tie tap shoes (no mary jane style shoes)
Hip Hop:
Tank top or fitted t-shirt, dance shorts, capris or leggings (no loose or baggy clothes)
Hair out of face, pulled into ponytail, bun or braid
Athletic shoe (please have one pair worn only to this class free of debris – to keep our floor nice )

Where can I buy shoes or tights?
Tights need to be a thick, dance style tight. This is different than a normal, everyday wear tight or stocking. Dance tights can be found at Target or Walmart in the girls attire as well as Attitudes Dancewear at 625 N Carriage Pkwy #100, Wichita, KS 67208. 
Some shoes can be found at Target. They generally sell tap shoes and ballet shoes that are acceptable for our PreSchool or Level I classes. Older students will need a higher quality shoe for their class. All styles and colors of shoes can be found at Attitudes Dancewear at 625 N Carriage Parkway #100, Wichita, KS 67208. 
Both tights and all styles and colors of shoes can be purchased through us at Revival Dance Academy as well. We sell quality dancewear at a great price. We also have shoe sizing kits for dancers to use to determine what size to order. Once paid for and ordered shoes are generally shipped to us within 1-2 days and arrive the next week for a very quick turnaround time. Below are our prices for tights and shoes:

Tan leather Jazz Shoes: $27  (for Level I & II Combo, Level III & IV Jazz)
High top Sneaker: $25  (for Hip Hop class)

Attendance:
Attendance will be kept for each class and logged on each dancer’s Studio Director account. It is very important for each dancer to maintain weekly attendance especially during the months of November-December and March-May before our performances. 
If your dancer can not attend class please call, email or message us to let us know. 
If a dancer has not attended class for two consecutive weeks one of the instructors will call to make sure all is well. If a dancer has not attended class for three consecutive weeks and we have received no communication about them missing class, they will be automatically dropped from their classes with no refund for classes missed. 
If for any reason you need to drop a class a 2 week notice is required. 

In the event that the studio is closed for inclement weather on a normal class day, makeup classes will be scheduled. All other makeup classes for illness or school activities will be honored as much as possible however not promised.

Class Procedures:
Please have your dancer use the restroom prior to dance class. Our only studio bathroom is within the actual studio so please make sure anyone watching class including parents, grandparents, siblings or family members use the restroom prior to class starting to ensure there are as little interruptions as possible. 
Dancers and anyone entering the studio space must remove street shoes prior to entering. Our beautiful marley dance floor is brand new and we want to make sure and take care of it. Doing this will ensure no rocks or debris from outside get into our flooring. Cubbies will be available both outside and inside the studio for dancers to place their bags and shoes in. 
Please have your dancer bring all their shoes into the studio with them. Our goal is to help our dancers (mainly our younger ones) learn how to put on their own shoes so we will not have them exit the studio in order to change shoes. Their instructor will help them learn how to put them on. All combo classes will always begin with tap shoes on. Help your dancer tie or buckle their shoes before class starts. 
We have a fabulous observation window for you to peak in and see how your child is doing. We do not, however, encourage standing up at the window the entire class. We’d like to keep distraction to a minimum. If there is a big problem your instructor will undoubtedly come and get you however all staff have many years of experience with teaching and have worked with many upset children throughout the years. 
Repetition will be very important and necessary as their bodies and muscles learn and retain the techniques and choreography. Each class may look similar to the next and that is often a good thing! Each class will begin with a warm-up, followed by work across the floor, then center floor technique and finally a time to come together with their instructor to bring class to a satisfying end and to give out stickers for students who reached new skills and stamps for all dancers. 
Before releasing dancers, instructors will give out any necessary handouts including a monthly newsletter and have all dancers line up to exit the studio. Dancers will only be released from the studio when their parent or guardian is present. 
Throughout the year we will have several fun theme weeks such as Bring-A-Friend, Halloween costume, Christmas sweater and many more! All of this information will be provided in our monthly newsletters as well as due date reminders and fun community happenings. 



End of the Year Recital:
The culmination of each dance season is the end of the year recital. This is a great chance for dancers to show off the skills they’ve been working on and to build confidence. This is one of our favorite times of year! 
As this is our very first recital, a date and venue has not been chosen yet. Expect this information sometime in October. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Each dancer will have a costume to wear for each class they are enrolled in. The $55 Costume Fee is due no later than November 1st. Dancers will be measured for costumes within the month of November. Costumes are not custom made. We order your child’s costume based on their measurements and a size range given to us by the costume companies. Some alteration may be necessary and is the responsibility of the parent. We will do our absolute best to order the correct size and will always air on the side of caution and order the costume a little larger rather than smaller. Costumes will be revealed in February! 
Each class will have their pictures taken in their recital costume with hair done just as it would be on recital day. These will be available for purchase. This date (or dates) have not been set yet but expect them to be released sometime in October along with the recital date and venue. 
Recital season is an incredibly exciting time. Please ensure your dancer is consistently attending class to ensure the best performances possible at our recital. Instructors will hand out or post notes for dances so dancers can practice as well as music for them to rehearse with.
Some additional fun, recital only things will be available such as t-shirts and flowers to make the experience extra special.
