WHOSE REPORT DO YOU BELIEVE?

Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed? For he shall grow
up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor
comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him.

The Creator’s Calendar

Their are seven days in the creation week (Genesis 1;1-31; 2:1-3). Each
day begins at sunset. The beginning of the week, the first day of the
week begins after the end of the Sabbath (seventh day) at sunset. Each
month begins with the sighting of the first sliver of the new moon
(month) or thirty days from the previous new moon if obscured. The
beginning of the sacred new year is determined at the new moon when
the barley crop in Israel has reach the stage of maturity referred to as
Abib - meaning “ear of grain” or “spring”- also marking the beginning of
barley harvest and the start of spring.

Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an
holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days:

Darryl Faith Halley, married Blake Halley May 19, 1979, devoted

her entire life to the Household of Faith and her family.

Beyond the sanctuary, she was the heart of Kershaw County,
celebrated for her soulful Southern cooking and loving-people
personality. We will always miss and cherish the unselfish
contributions that she made to the body of Christ. Her
selflessness reflected the light of God.

She served God faithfully to the very end, turning a hospital
floor into a sanctuary with her late-night praises, nurses said
that it brought a different feeling. Mom never sought the
spotlight for herself. She used it to reflect the glory of God by
always uplifting others, leaving an everlasting impression on
many people.

Fourteenth day at even per nineth day at even (to show specifics between
whlch“evenlng to start - compare the two evenings, start with the day of
Atonement - Leviticus 23:32). There is a difference, one speaks of evening
bringing in a day/ evening ending a day. (evening to evening meaning a
continuous). The nineth at even lets you know to start at the coming in of the
10th day, the 14th at even lets you know to start at the comingin of the 15th
day. To be clear, the 14th at even starts the 15th day which'is the first day of
the Feast of Unleavened Bread, putting the Passover observance in its proper
place, the 14th at even - Leviticus 23:5 (at the coming in of the 14th day) is the
LORD’s Passover. * Exodus 12:6-7*
