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Medication Error Report

In the event of a medication error the prescribing physician must be notified immediately.

Medication errors include:

1) A child received the wrong medication

2) A child receives medication prescribed for someone else

3) A child receives the wrong dosage of medication

4) A child receives medication at the wrong time, so that the child receives the doses of medication too closely together.
5) A medication dose is skipped or missed

6) A child receives an expired medication

7) Not following the medication administration instructions such as giving a child medication on an empty stomach when the medication should be given with food

8) A child receives medication that was not stored as required to maintain the effectiveness of the medication such as refrigerating or not refrigerating the medication as required and exposing the medication to heat or sunlight
