4:30 pm Depart for Mount Hope Estate and Winery for Tasting Tour and a unique Farm to Table Experience.  An Estate host 
will guide you through the facility and the sniffing, swirling and sipping their spirited samples prior to enjoying a farm-
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fresh dinner in their restored historic barn.  Enjoy a chef prepared dinner where all ingredients were sourced within a 
50-mile radius of the Estate.  The entertaining host completes the dinner with a pinch of history and a dash of fun!

Thursday, July 31st   
 Breakfast at your leisure at the hotel 
7:45 am Depart for the Quecreek Mine Rescue Site near Somerset PA.  
10:30 am Visit the Quecreek Mine Rescue Site where you can walk right up to the rescue shaft 

where the miners emerged from the flooded dark, cold mine 240 feet below after 77 
hours of frigid darkness. Hear the story of the miracle from people personally 
involved in the rescue. Touch the rescue capsule and try to imagine how it would feel 
to squeeze into it, knowing it was your only hope of survival.   

12:15 pm Depart for fast food lunch on your own enroute 
5:45 pm Arrive at Der Dutchman in Plain City for Amish style dinner 
7:15 pm Depart for home 
8:30 – 9:15 pm Approximate time to return home depending upon your pickup location

• The list of passenger names will be included in the final itinerary. 

• Cancellation Policy - Deposit fully refundable up to 30 days prior to trip departure; 30-14 days prior to departure– 50% of 

your trip cost is non-refundable; 14 days prior to departure – 100% of trip cost is non-refundable. If a replacement is 

found, you will be refunded all your money except for a $25.00 per person cancellation fee.  

• If less than 30 passengers sign up for this trip, MCCOA reserves the right to cancel the trip or make any necessary changes to 

conduct the trip with a reduced number of passengers.  

• Parking will be available in the parking lots at all locations. Please plan to arrive approximately 15 minutes prior to the 

scheduled departure time.
