Corvette Magazine Questions and Answer by the “TECH NURD”

Question: Intermittent mal function of key fob.

Answer: the logical place to begin our diagnosis is with the battery in your fob. When
this battery grows weak, the fob will work intermittently and then stop working alto-
gether. Another easily solvable cause of your problem is a weak car battery. Many of the
electronics in late model Corvettes are hyper-sensitive to voltage change, and as a frsult
a weak battery can be your problem. Do a load test of the battery and if shows weaknes
replace it. One more thing to try is reprogramming the fobs. There is a defined proce-
dure for this in your owners manual. If both batteries are in good condition the problem
lies elsewhere. One test is to insert the fob into the glovebox receiver. If the car recog-
nizes the fob, then th eproblem is likely a battery in the fob, or interference from some-
thing such as a cell phone. If the car doesn’t recognize the fob, and the battery in the fob
and the care are in tip shap the problem is likely with the control module or something

Reckless Driving in Oregon — It is a crime to drive “recklessly” in a manner that endangers the safety of per-
sons or property. The term “recklessly” means the person understood the conduct was risky but decided to do it any-

way.

Reckless Driving Penalties — The consequences of an Oregon reckless driving conviction depend on the circum-
stances. But generally, reckless driving is a class A misdemeanor. A conviction carries up to a year in jail and a
maximum $6,250.00 in fines. The convicted motorist also faces license suspension for period of 90 days for a first

offense, one year for a second offense with five years, and three years for a third offense within five years.

Careless Driving in Oregon— A motorist can be convicted of the offense for driving in a manner that endangers
the safety of persons or property. Unlike with reckless driving - which requires proof that the driver knowingly
did something risky behind the wheel-motorists can be convicted of careless driving without realizing the danger-

ousness of their driving.

Careless Driving Penalties — Usually careless driving is a class B traffic violation and carries fines between
$130.00 to $1,000.00. A motorist who causes an accident while driving carelessly is guilty of a class A traffic viola-
tion and is looking at $220.00 to $2,000.00 in fines. Careless driving offenders who cause “serious physical injury”
or death to another person face $200.00 to $2,000.00 in fines and 100 to 200 hours of community service and

must complete a traffic safety course.

Distracted Driving in Oregon — The Oregon Department of Transportation defines distracted driving as what
“occurs” when a driver diverts attention to something not related to driving that uses the driver’s eyes, ears or

hands.” ODOT lists four types of driver distractions: Visual: looking at something other than the road, Audito-
ry: hearing something not related to driving, Manual: handling something other than the steering wheel, Cogni-

tive: Thinking about something other than driving.
On average, distracted driving causes an accident every 2.5 hours in Oregon.
Oregon’s statewide distracted driving law currently prohibits:
Reading, writing and sending test messages or emails from a handheld device
Talking on a handheld cell phone.

Using any type of handheld of handheld mobile communications device.

Drivers under |8 from using any cell phone even if in hands free mode.

What is our new C8 news? As we await the Bash (this was written before the event though most
are reading this after the event was over), we wonder what new 2022 information will have been
released there. Here are my predictions as to what will and what will not be shared during the
Bash (by Tadge and Harlan in their virtual presentation).

*NOTHING will be shared about the 2022 Z06. In fact, Tadge nor Harlan will even mention it and
if someone asks an after-presentation question about it, both of them will respond, “we do not dis-
cuss potential future product.”

*The three new, 2022 replacement colors are a different orange, a new gray and a coffee; they all
will be shared via actual, painted fender panels (as the Corvette team has previously done at
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the Bash). Those pictures as well as comparisons with the three outgoing versions of those col-
ors will be (were) immediately found in detail on MECF.

*No information will be shared on the 2022 prices changes.

*The probable 2021 ending production week (July 19th) will be stated, with the announcement of
the estimated late August/early September first customer 2022’s arriving then at dealerships.
*2022 orders will start to be formally placed for actual acceptance (matched with allocations) on
or about early July.

*Lastly, from the National Corvette Museum Bash, the other major announcement was that there
will be a 2024 National Corvette Caravan. While the National Corvette Caravan’s Captain and
more details will be announced later, this is exciting confirmation. My wife and | personally can-
not wait, for it will be our sixth we have personally been involved in. Bet many of you are also
looking for to this event!

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Sometimes waiting from a C8 coming off the line to dealer delivery is an excruciating process.
\We know of one person in the Pacific Northwest who for a wide variety of reasons waited a total
of two months for that to occur. Amazingly, sometimes it can be literally just three days for an
east coast delivery to New Jersey. We remain pleased that GM is currently continuing the tem-
porary process (we do not know how long it will remain that way) of using a single Jack Cooper
Transport truck to take C8's from BGA all the way to the west coast. We have seen completed
transit to the west coast lately be just under two weeks via the JCT transporter trucks. That is a
wonderful improvement over the previous train-transport’'s one month average.

We believe that GM still plans to build a further 11,000, 2021 Corvettes. If so this would mean
that the 2021 model year’s production would slightly exceed the number of 2020’s.

Hopefully nice spring and early summer weather has hit your area and you are getting back into
jump-into-the-Corvette-often delightful routine. For those of you who live where you have been
driving it all winter and early spring, we envy you!
