Owning the island still wasn’t enough to keep billionaire Larry Ellison from getting a 
ticket for speeding in his orange C8 Corvette convertible, according to media reports. 

The co-founder of Oracle and the world’s sixth richest man with a Forbes-estimated net worth of $108.3 

billion, Ellison purchased some 98 percent of the properties on the Hawaiian island of Lanai for an estimated 
$300 million in 2012 from fellow billionaire and Dole chairman David Murdock.  

 

A blurred-out Ellison can be seen in the Corvette in bodycam footage obtained by Hawaii News Now ex-

plaining to an officer in October 2022 that he was just “trying to get home for dinner with my kids” when 

he ran a stop sign while speeding on Lanai near Manele Road. To his credit, though, Ellison didn’t try to 

flaunt his wealth to get out of a ticket, telling the officer “there’s no good excuse” for what he had done. 

“Okay, cool,” the officer said. “Can I see your driver’s license, registration, and insurance, please  

 

Ellison looked through his belongings before finally having to tell the cop that he couldn’t find his license. 

The Maui Police Department officer then issued a citation to Ellison.

It came with a host of upgrades including Chevy's legendary L-88 427 cubic-inch V8
