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Here’s Why Your C8 Corvette Convertible May Have A  
Water Leak 

Owners of some units of the 2020 through 2024 Chevy C8 Corvette convertible may notice that their 

vehicle leaks water around the side glass while in high-pressure car washes. General Motors has identified 

the issue and released a Service Bulletin to address it. 
 

Tagged with number 24-NA-026, the bulletin states that certain units of the C8 Corvette convertible may 

leak water from approximately the middle rear of the side glass, which is noticeable while the vehicle is 

going through a touchless car wash or bring cleaned with high-pressure equipment. This may be caused 

by variations in the sealing between the roof panel seals.  
 

In order to prevent future water leakage, technicians are instructed to inspect the Corvette convertible 

top while it is partially retracted. The existing weatherstrip should then be removed and a piece of semi-

closed EPDM foam should be installed and the weatherstrip put back in place.  

 

If a leak is found on both sides of the vehicle, then the procedure should be performed on 
the other side as well, although the bulletin notes that if no leak is present, then it should be 
left alone to prevent potential damage to the weatherstripping. 

Once all repairs are performed, the Corvette convertible should be inspected to ensure the 
windows are sealed properly before being returned to the customer. The service is expected 
to take less than one hour to complete. 
 
As a reminder, GM outlines proper washing procedures for the C8 Corvette convertible in the “Vehicle 

Care” section of the owner’s manual. Customers are advised against using high-pressure washers closer 

than 12 inches to the surface of the vehicle. Using power washers that exceed 1,200 psi (8,274 kPa) may 

cause damage or removal of paint and decals. Automatic car washes should not be used, as they may also 

cause damage to vehicle, wheels, ground effects and convertible top.                     From GM Authority  

 
P.S.  Who takes their Corvette through a CAR WASH?

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Tesla Battery What It Takes to Build it & the Return  
 

 

The Tesla model Y battery takes up all of the space under the passenger compartment of the car. 

 To manufacture it you need: --12 tons of rock for Lithium (can also be extracted from sea water) -- 

 5 tons of cobalt minerals (Most cobalt is made as a byproduct of the processing of copper and nickel 
ores. It is the most difficult material to obtain for a battery and the most expensive.) -- 

 3 tons nickel ore and 12 tons of copper ore You must move 250 tons of soil to obtain: -- 26.5 pounds of 
Lithium -- 

 30 pounds of nickel --  

48.5 pounds of manganese -- 

 15 pounds of cobalt To manufacture the battery also requires: --  

441 pounds of aluminum, steel and/or plastic —- 

112 pounds of graphite The Caterpillar 994A is used for the earthmoving to obtain the essential miner-
als. It consumes 264 gallons of diesel in 12 hours. 

 Finally you get a “zero emissions” car.  

Presently, the bulk of the necessary minerals for manufacturing the batteries come from China or Afri-
ca. Much of the labor for getting the minerals in Africa is done by children! If we buy electric cars, it's 
China who profits most!  

BTW, this 2021 Tesla Model Y OEM battery (the cheapest Tesla battery) is currently for sale on the In-
ternet for $4,999 not including shipping or installation. The battery weighs 1,000 pounds (you can imag-
ine the shipping cost).  

The cost of Tesla batteries is: Model 3 -- $14,000+ (Car MSRP $38,990) Model Y -- $5,000–$5,500 (Car 
MSRP $47,740) Model S -- $13,000–$20,000 (Car MSRP $74,990) Model X -- $13,000+ (Car MSRP 
$79,990) 

 It takes SEVEN years for an electric car to reach net-zero CO2. The life expectancy of the batteries is 10 
years (average). Only in the last three years do you begin to reduce your carbon footprint. Then the 
batteries have to be replaced and you lose all the gains you made in those three years.

Hennessey- The complete Hennessey Supercharged Corvette C8 Stingray includes the 

supercharger, high-flow air induction system, air to water intercooler upgrade, Hennessey 

calibration upgrade engine tune, lightweight wheels and graphics. All this resulting in 708 HP, 

and 638 lb.-ft torque, three years/36000 mile warranty.  All this for $34,950.00. 

 

 

Lingenfelter – The Lingenfelter modified C8 Corvette includes stage 1 Magnuson su-

percharger, ECT intercooler and heat exchanger system, Lingenfelter 95 mm throttle body, 

as well as other additions.  All of this resulting in 700 HP no number available as to ft-lb 

torque.  This cost is basically for the supercharger, other extras such as Corsa performance 

exhaust and headers will add to the cost.

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.BMW Bids Farewell to EV’s… Hello Hydrogen 2025!!  
 

BMW is set to introduce the BMW iX5 Hydrogen, an eco-friendly SUV that promises to lead electric mo-
bility with impressive performance! While the entire world was gradually moving towards electric vehi-
cles (EVs), Toyota was the only major carmaker who stuck to developing their hydrogen-powered en-
gines. And in a sudden turn of events, another giant car manufacturer, BMW is set to move towards the 
same technology. BMW is among the few manufacturers actively pursuing hydrogen technology and 
plans to roll out hydrogen-powered cars by 2025.  

Hydrogen-powered engines appear to be emerging as a potential game-changer in the automotive in-
dustry, challenging the dominance of electric vehicles (EVs) in the quest for zero-emission transporta-
tion. While EVs have taken centre stage, hydrogen cars, equipped with innovative hydrogen fuel cell, 
are making their mark by offering a unique eco-friendly advantage.  

In contrast to the 2.5 million EVs on US roads alone (one of the biggest car markets in the world), as of 
mid-2022, only around 15,000 hydrogen cars are in operation. However, the tide is turning as hydrogen 
engines gain traction and aim to secure a substantial market share, even before the electric vehicle 
companies set their sights on dominating the market by 2030.  

According to BMW CEO Oliver Zipse, hydrogen engines are poised to play a significant role globally in 
the long term. The focus on fast performance, quick refueling, and environmental sustainability aligns 
with the emerging priorities in the transportation sector. Hydrogen fuel-cell vehicles operate similarly 
to battery-electric vehicles but utilize a stack of fuel cells instead of a heavy battery. These fuel cells 
combine hydrogen and oxygen to produce only water vapor and generate electricity, making them a 
type of hybrid known as fuel-cell hybrid electric vehicles (FCHEV). Creating pure hydrogen for vehicles 
involves an energy-intensive process, typically derived from fossil fuels. However, the advantages of 
hydrogen engines, such as quick refueling and consistent driving range, make them a compelling alter-
native to EVs.
