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Dangerous animals. Unsafe landscaping. Dog poisoning rumors. Potholes.  
All these issues and more were addressed over the summer by your Willow 
Ridge Civic Association.  
 
Thanks to some media attention, the Town of Amherst and the Erie County 
Health Department both stepped in to address a long-standing issue of an 
exposed in-ground pool that had become a fox den at an abandoned home 
on  Hubbardston Place. A hard cover has since been placed over the pool 
and debris removed, making the space less attractive to animals consider-
ing residency.  
 
In addition, concerns of a possible dog poisoning were brought to our atten-
tion via social media. To help get more answers and bring awareness, 
WRCA reached out to the local media.  
 
Potholes along Chestnut Ridge and Willow Ridge Drive and unkept grass 
along Chestnut Ridge once again reared their ugly heads. With the assis-
tance of the town, both were addressed. In addition, the forested area on 
Edward White Drive was cleaned up.   
 
August was a busy time in the neighborhood, with National Night Out on 
August 2 and the annual movie night on August 5. WRCA extends a big 
thank you to the Amherst Police for their annual donation to this 
event. Adding to the usual activities, the Amherst Baptist Church on  
Willow Ridge Drive provided hot dogs and refreshments.  
 
Thank you to all of the neighbors and volunteers who make Willow Ridge a 
wonderful place to live and play.
