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WRCA Minutes June 12, 2012

President Ed Goetz called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.
Also present were Treasurer Rick VonLangen and Secre-
tary Dawn Cwierley. Board members present were Jim
Cwierley, Mark Hammer, Debbie Goetz, Bill VanSplunder,
Mark Hammer and Carol Zaffram. Also in attendance were
Lynn Getzin, membership chair and James Newbert.

Secretary Minutes: Minutes were approved and a motion
was made by Mark Hammer to approve the secretary min-
utes from the March meeting. Carol Zaffram seconded and
board approval followed.

Treasurer Report: Rick VonLangen reported that there is
currently $8908 in the bank. Bills for the Snow Flake
Dance have been finalized. It was noted that $2,000 would
be given to students as part of the scholarship program. The
board decided that a check for that total would be sent di-
rectly to Dollars for Scholars. Debbie Goetz made a motion
to approve, seconded by Mark Hammer and board approval
was granted.

President’s Report: Ed Goetz shared that there were 30
participants in this year’s neighborhood garage sale. Last
year there were 50 participants. Committee discussed the
idea of adding Thursday back into the schedule. The com-
mittee reviewed the 2012-2013 budget against the 2011-
2012 budget. Jim Cwierley made a motion to approve, sec-
onded by Carl Zaffram and board approval was granted. It
was reported that efforts to secure a location have not been
successful.

New Business: John Miller reported plans for the 2012 Na-
tional Night Out. It was suggested that each family com-
plete a registration card that would both assist in an accu-
rate participant count and give each family a chance to win
prizes. Ed Goetz noted that several board members terms
will be up this year and new members will be needed.
Please contact any of the current members for more infor-
mation. A conversation was also had regarding a question-
able advertisement and it was decided that the advertiser
would be asked to reconsider his design.

Committee Reports: Lynn Getzin questioned how we
should pursue membership recruitment for the next year. It
was decided that to keep things the same as they were done
in the most recent year.

The Junior Recreation Committee noted that space was
needed for the Easter Party supplies. The Ellicott Creek
Fire Hall has made space available.

Open Forum: Discussion was had regarding the role of the
block representatives. A committee will be formed this
summer to review this. Members will be Connie Holovics,
James and Dawn Cwierley, and Debbie Goetz.
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Concern was raised regarding two homes. 763 Edgewater
Drive has been vacant for many years and has fallen into
disrepair. Debris often flies into neighbor yards, creating
a hazardous situation for children playing. Ed Goetz will
reach out to someone to see what can be done. 723 Edge-
water appears to have renters event though it is not zoned
for this. This will be forwarded to the building inspector
for review.

Adjournment: With no further items on the agenda, a
motion was made by Jim Cwierley and seconded Carol
Zaffram to adjourn at 8:21 p.m. The next meeting is Tues-
day, September 11, at the Ellicott Creek Fire Hall at 7:30
p-m.
