A motion was
made by Cam Hill to approve paying the remainder of the
lawyer’s fees that will be reimbursed. Bob Foladare offered
a second and the board approved the motion.

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Thank you to all the members of the United States Armed Forces

and especially to its Willow Ridge members!
Somehow all of a sudden I became insulated from the present war in Iraq and the many other conflicts that the members
of the United States Armed forces are facing. We go through our daily lives and are constantly bombarded with media
concerning the events, yet it doesn’t seem to sink in. That indifference of a sort was broken this past month when on the
way to work one morning I noticed that all of the trees on Sweetwood North were decorated with the traditional yellow
“welcome home” bow. A banner was hung over the street saying “Welcome Home, Joe.” At that instant the war came
home in but a small way. Someone that lives around the corner wouldn’t have to keep spending those sleepless nights
wondering if their loved one was safe or if they were going to make it home. “Someone around the corner” who protects
the freedom and values that we sometimes take for granted made it home and was now back with his family, safe and
sound. At that moment I was reminded of the sacrifice so many families make by having their loved ones in the mili-
tary. This is just a small thanks to “Joe” and all the other members of our community that serve so that we may remain
free.
