A call to order was made by Jim Prentice at 7:39 pm to start the 
second meeting of the WRCA for this year.

The secretaries minutes from the September meeting were re-
viewed and a motion was made to approve the minutes by Pat 
Land and a second was made by Ed Goetz, followed by a board 
approval.
