55 GALLON DRUMS

For some time now I have been working, doing maintenance on three Quick Stop Gas Stations. One of them had
two fifty-five-gallon barrels full of used oil. The barrels had been there a long time and they were rusty. So, being
that my good friend Matt had a used oil furnace, I thought it would be a good time to remove them so the oil could
be used in the furnace. All went well as Matt and Gary Moog helped load them.

Now this all brought back memories of being eighteen years old and my father conning Bobby into a deal of hauling
one thousand used lime and sulfur barrels from the old lime and sulfur plant at the foot of Yakima Street. All the
farmers in the valley sprayed lime and sulfur for more that fifty years before this event. The company was going out
o business and the barrels were free. To my knowledge the building is now a storage shed for Gail Insulation. The
old Ford truck had high wood racks and would haul about seventy-five barrels. I was to get the last two loads for
myself. The promise was I could sell my share first at a dollar fifty each. I was a tough teenager and could load
them myself. Well, that is what I did most of the time. Every now and then a friend would help. Some of them
were full of rust. Others had steel rings around them, and still others were full of water. After about two weeks of
throwing barrels on the truck the job was done. It was hard work and even then, I knew Dad had a way of telling
Bobby that this will all be yours someday every chance he would get. The barrels were sold one at a time and most
of the take went to Dad. Most of them sat there for the next forty years and just rusted away. The county was al-
ways torturing myself about the barrels contaminating the soil, but like I always told them lime and sulfur is not tox-
ic, and the barrels had been there before they ever came to Wenatchee. God, they were nasty. Still I had to deal
with those barrels in every way shape and form until I sold the farm and hauled all the scrap iron away.

Dad as a young man just married to my mother worked at that old sulfur plant, and I was told from my grandmother
and my Mom that Dad would come home stinking so bad that no one could stand him. His clothes would be yellow.
The sulfur would eat into his skin and cause many sores. His skin would turn yellow and his hair would be matted.
Over time this was plain bad.

As I grew up on the ranch, I sprayed with lime and sulfur every Spring until I was twenty-five years old. The stuff
really would yellow your skin, and by the end of the lime and sulfur spraying each year I would have many sores.
The yellow skin would last about two weeks. After the spraying was over, the clothes that I sprayed in would be
thrown away. Then the spraying would change and now the mixture was oil and sulfur. It was now not so bad and
did a better job. The barrels were now not rusted and better to work with, then it would change to just oil.

It seems that barrels were a part of my life no matter what [ would do. After the Korean War Dad would buy Gov-
ernment surplus and do government seal bids. I remember the truck loads of 55-gallon drums full of twenty weight
motor oil, grease, and all manner of oil products. There must have been about seven hundred 55-gallon drums full
of oil. It was used on the farm for the next thirty years. The oil was not as good as it should have been because mo-
tors would wear out much faster than normal, and I learned to overhaul them at an early age. The barrels would leak
sometimes and there was always oil on the ground, yet the oil was always there. Dad would trade oil for things like
tractors and sprayers. The barrels even when empty they were always there to use as water drums, gas and diesel
drums, and everything one can think of. Now I still can find things to do with 55-gallon barrels as I have used them
all my life. They are wonderful things to use, in my opinion. Cut the top out and use for storage for just about any-
thing will work. Dad would cut out two places on each barrel and fill them with steel, copper and brass. The front
loader with two chains would lift them to be put anywhere. I remember when Dad filled them with railroad spikes
and stacked them. Oh Yes Dad took the old railroad tracks and bed to Mansfield and Douglas Creek out. I was just
a little boy at the time. Now I am still a little boy in a great big world, and barrels have always been around Bobby’s
world.
