attain their age of full strength and get out their
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treasure-a mercy ( and favour ) from thy Lord.I did it
not of my own accord. Such is the interpretation of
( those things ) over which thou wast unable to hold

patience .
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The wall which belonged to two orphan boys in the

city had a treasure hidden for them underneath it. As

their father had been a righteous man, thy Lord wished
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that, as a recompense for this, they should grow up to
maturity and extract their treasure. Nor did I do it upon
my own command. This is the explanation of my actions

over which you had no patience .
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1. Salih Ibn Harb...told me that Thumamah...said that
Abul-Zubair reported that Nafi' said,’ I heard Tbn Umar
say: Allah, exalted be his name, inspired Adam whilst in
India to make a pilgrimage to that House. Adam made the
pilgrimage from India. Wherever he set his foot there
sprang a village and, in between each two footsteps a
desert, until he arrived at the House. He then went round
it and performed all the rites. He wanted to go back to
India and started off. When he reached the two passes of
Arafat the angels met him. 'May your pilgrimage be
accepted', they said. This astonished him. When the
angels perceived this they said, 'O Adam! We made a
pilgrimage to this House two thousand years before you
were created'. He (Ibn Umar) said, 'Adam felt humbled by
this'.
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2. Inspired by Allah, exalted be His name, to make a
pilgrimage from India, where he had lived, to that house
of God, Adam set out on his journey. Wherever his feet
touched the ground villages came into existence; the
spaces between his footprints remained deserts. Having
arrived at that House, gone round it (seven times) and
performed the rest of the pilgrimage rites, Adam wanted
to go back to India at once. However, as he approached
the two passes of Mount Arafat, he was welcomed by a
host of angels. 'May your pilgrimage be well received (by
God)', they said, which surprised him. Realizing his
surprise, the angels said, 'O Adam! We made a pilgrimage
to this very House two thousand years before you were

created!' Adam was overcome by a feeling of humility .
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Imran said to me, 'l heard Said say: 'Noah had three
sons, and each is the father of three. (The three sons are)
Shem, Ham and Japheth. Shem is the father of the Arabs,
the Persians and the Greeks. There is good in all of them.
Japheth is the father of the Turks, the Slavs and Gog and

Magog. There is no good in any of them. Ham is the father
of the Copts, the Blacks and the Berbers.'
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The Ubaidis are the companions of Ubaid Al-Mukta'ib.

He reportedly said that apart from polytheism

"everything will definitely be forg:ven," and that if a man

dies "a monotheist, he cannot be harmed by the sins he

commits and the wrongs he does." Al-Yaman reports that
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Al-Mukta'ib and his companions said, "the knowledge of
Allah, exalted be His name, is still not Him; His words are
still not Him; and so is the religion of Allah: it is still not
Him. He claims that Allah, far be He from that claim, is in
the image of man. In support, he cites the Prophet's tradi-
tion, Allah's prayers and peace be upon him, that "Allah

created Adam in the image of the All-Compassionate."”
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1. Know that the good souls embodied are potential
angels. If they leave their bodies they become actual
angels, as we have explained in the Epistle on the
Qualities of True Believers, and the Epistle on
Resurrection.

Likewise until released to become an actual devil, an evil

soul remains only a potential devil in the living body .

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One former political prisoner described how he had
spent many months in total isolation, during which time,
without his knowledge, his wife, then in an advanced
state of pregnancy, had been interrogated, stripped of

her papers and forcibly expelled from the country with
her family.
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Political detainees held under these regulations are
denied the most basic safeguards under international
human rights law, safeguards which would require them
to be informed of their rights, have access to defence
counsel and their relatives and challenge the legality of

their detention without delay before an independent

judicial authority.
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In view of the almost entirely closed nature of political
trials in the country (although Amnesty International
was able to observe two sessions of a trial in 1987) and
the absolute secrecy surrounding the court's findings and
judgments, it is difficult to establish whether or not those
on trial have used or advocated violence, as conviction

under article 159 of the penal code would appear to
indicate.
