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8 TERMS OF PAYMENT

8.01 The Contractor shall be entitled to receive advance

payments, equaling in total to 20 % of the Contract Value.

The Contractor will become eligible to receive these advance
payments after signing the Contract. Advance payment will be
recovered by AD through deductions made from each interim

payment certificate.

8.02 STAGE 1 —Design Development/Preliminary Design
and Final Design and Construction Documents

Upon signing the Contract, the Contractor shall be entitled to
receive an advance payment in the amount of 20 % after
providing AD with an Advance Payment Bond (as elaborated
in Article 10.0 below). Upon receipt of advance payment, the
Contractor shall immediately pay the design Consultant his
proportional share of the advance payment.

10% of retention shall be released upon
satisfactory completion of the two years Defects Liability and
Maintenance Period.

8.4  Payment for Consultant Supervision during Stage 2.

A. Fees shall be paid, for the Consultant’s staff employed for
Site Supervision, by the Contractor on a monthly basis and
will not be subject to the minimum billing requirements. To
maintain continuity of Supervision services, the Contractor
shall make the payment to the Supervision Consultant on a
monthly basis, regardless if the Contractor has received a
progress payment or not. If the payment is not made to the
Consultant the AD shall have the right to make the payment
