Our operations include warehouse staff, drivers, and a growing logistics and handling team, giving us direct responsibility for ensuring ethical labour practices.

We take a zero-tolerance approach to modern slavery and actively work to:
· Recruit all staff fairly and legally, with right-to-work checks and written contracts
· Ensure all employees are paid at or above the National Living Wage
· Vet suppliers and partners to assess labour risks in sorting, processing, logistics, and resale
· Avoid engaging with any supplier, trader, or contractor involved in exploitative practices
· Provide staff with clear routes to report concerns safely and confidentially
· Train relevant staff to recognise and respond to signs of modern slavery

We expect our partners — including hauliers, recyclers, and resellers — to uphold the same high standards. Where appropriate, we will include anti-slavery clauses in our contracts and review suppliers’ ethical credentials before forming long-term relationships.

This statement is reviewed annually and forms part of our wider ethical and environmental commitments.
