In order to ensure we have the capacity to purchase all of the softwood pulpwood in the wood supply
contracts we have in place with private wood suppliers, private woodlot owners, and in marketing
board contracts, we must stop deliveries of softwood pulpwood from suppliers and boards that is not
under these contracts.

This means, effective Monday October 26 JDI will temporarily stop purchasing softwood pulpwood
from producers/suppliers that is not under an individual contract or a marketing board contract (i.e.,
no gatewood or non-contract purchases).

This action is necessary to control our softwood pulpwood inventory levels and to ensure we can keep
the volume commitments we have made in contracts with individual suppliers and with marketing
boards.
