A MOTION was made by Councilperson Diamond and seconded by Councilperson Schecter to approve the minutes from the July 2017 meeting.  All were in favor, MOTION carried.

SUPERVISORS/FISCAL OFFICER’S REPORT: Attachment #3
· Supervisor Gustafson discussed the committee notes. A MOTION was made by Councilperson VanDewerker and seconded by Councilperson Diamond to approve the committee notes.  All were in favor, MOTION carried. 
· A MOTION was made by Councilperson Schecter and seconded by Councilperson Diamond to pass local law 2-2017 regarding Regulations on Parking on Town Roads. All were in favor, MOTION carried. 
· A MOTION was made by Councilperson VanDewerker and seconded by Councilperson Schecter to approve the Short Environmental Assessment Report (SEQR) and file it with Local Law 2-2017. All were in favor, MOTION carried.

· A MOTION was made by Councilperson VanDewerker and seconded by Councilperson Diamond to declare two printers that no longer function as refuse, they will be recycled with Paul Schecter in Cherry Valley once the new one arrives. All were in favor, MOTION carried.
