LOCAL LAW #2-2017

TOWN OF ROSEBOOM
REGULATIONS REGARDING PARKING ON TOWN ROADS
Pursuant to Section 1660 of the New York State Vehicle and Traffic Law, the Town Board of the Town of Roseboom does hereby authorize the Highway Superintendent to remove vehicles from the Town Roads, under the conditions and by the procedures enumerated below: 

Section 1. Definitions.

a. RIGHT OF WAY. The term “right of way”, as used in this local law, shall mean all portions of a Town Road including, but not limited to, shoulders, ditches, culverts and bridges. 

b. ROAD. The term “road”, as used in this local law, shall mean a Town Road in the Town of Roseboom road system 

c. PARKED OR PARKING. The terms “parked” and “parking”, as used in this local law, shall mean the standing of a vehicle, whether occupied or not, other than temporarily for the purpose of, and while actually engaged in, loading or unloading merchandise or passengers. 

d. VEHICLE. The term “vehicle”, as used in this local law, shall mean every device in, upon or by which any person or property is being transported or drawn upon the right of way of a road, except devices moved by human power or used exclusively upon stationary tracks or rails. 

e. SUPERINTENDENT. The term “Superintendent”, as used in this local law, shall mean the Town Superintendent of Highways of the Town of Roseboom. 

Section 2. Removal of Vehicles. 

The Superintendent shall have the power and authority to cause the immediate removal from the right of way of any Town Road, of any vehicle parked or abandoned during snowstorms, ice storms, floods, fires or other public emergencies, or found unattended where they constitute an obstruction to traffic or any place where stopping, standing or parking is prohibited. The Superintendent may call upon a service to perform this function or the Town Highway Department may perform this function themselves, in the absolute discretion of the Superintendent. 

Section 3. Disposition of Removal of Vehicles and Costs. 

a. The Superintendent shall cause the removal of such vehicle to a garage, automobile pound or other place of safety. 

b. The reasonable cost of such removal and storage shall be a charge against the registered and titled owner, or other person or entity lawfully entitled to the possession of such vehicle, payable in full, prior to the release of the vehicle, in a form acceptable to the Superintendent or other entity in possession of such vehicle. 

c. If such removal is performed by the Town Highway Department, the Superintendent shall maintain a log book of all vehicles removed and such shall contain the date of such removal, describe the vehicle by its VIN and license registration number, if available, or other identifying characteristics. 

d. If the removal of the vehicle is performed by the Town Highway Department, the removal charge shall be ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100.00). 

e. If such storage is on Town controlled property, the storage charge shall be TEN DOLLARS ($10.00) per day. 
f. The foregoing charges shall constitute a lien upon the vehicle, until paid in full. Such lien may be enforced in the same manner as a garage keepers lien, in accordance with the provisions of Section 184 of the New York State Lien Law. 

g. The Town shall not be held liable for any damages incurred during removal and/or storage of such vehicle. 

Section 4. Validity. 

If any clause, sentence, paragraph, section or part of this local law shall be adjudged by any Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such judgment shall not affect, impair, nor invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confirmed in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, section or part thereof directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered. 

Section 5.  Effective Date. 

This local law shall take effect upon the filing of this local law with the NYS Department of State.
