HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT: Dan Gage
· BUILDING REPAIRSope to rollover
· Lights are complete. 
· ROAD REPAIRS
· Sweeping has been done 2 times and swept inward and then scooped due to the amount of sand on the roads. 
· CHIPS- all awarded to Suit Kote. Honey Hill 106063.33, Hansen Rd. 26,423.69, Middlefield Rd Chip Seal 28,808.43 Doc Ahlers Chip Seal 24,958.30. 186,253.75 total. 
· Johne Deere road needs paving but we need to do bridge repairs first, so this year we will patch and shim and plan to pave next year, this paving job was quoted at 25,302.68.
· A quote was received for Hoose rd. as well $163,875.00. This is a proposed project for 2027. 
· EQUIPMENT 
· Everything has been serviced, oil changed, tires changed out, brake jobs on several trucks.
· The computer for the spare truck is being repaired in Texas, then it will be returned and repaired. 
· OTHER
· Beaver dams have been a major issue for the last two weeks, working through this. 
· Dan has attended two superintendents’ meetings; they are pushing for 3 bids no matter what you are doing with projects over 20k.    State retirement is also looking at converting tier 6 to tier 4, providing better benefits but this also comes with a cost.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT: by Town Clerk Seeley
· The Town Clerk/Collector collected $10.00 during the month of April 2026.  2 dog licenses were issued.  The Town Supervisor received a check in the amount of $8.00 (Check #3219) on Thursday May 14th, 2026.  NYS Ag & Mkt’s was sent a check in the amount of $2.00 on Thursday, May 14, 2026.  $10 dollars was deposited in NBT Bank. 
· **Tax season update- Supervisor VanDewerker received all tax funds in full for the 2026 collection year. Supervisor VanDewerker filed the warrant extension paperwork allowing the town to continue to collect during the month of April.  April collection has ended The town will still receive a check for penalty payments and the remaining balance will be paid to Otsego County.   The Tax Collector will close out with Otsego County on 5/29/26.

· 2026 Court Fees: January-$0, February- $118, March $0. April $142.
  
COUNTY REPRESENTATIVE REPORT: Leslie Berliant
· The County now has the bronze certification for climate smart communities.   This will bring opportunities to the County that can then be passed on to local towns.  
· Updates regarding the new public safety building, the land in Middlefield has not yet been purchased. This would also include a new Highway Building.
· Leslie discussed the need to have more conversations regarding shared services between local towns, this would be a benefit to all towns who participate. 
· Leslie discussed the need for a County Grant Writer and a County Engineer. 
· A resolution was passed banning connectors through state and county lands to connect renewable energy sources. 
· Leslie is also working on solutions for public transportation with DOT. 
· We discussed updates regarding the cell tower in the Town.   Leslie has no updates to share. 

[bookmark: _Hlk142585889]CLIMATE SMART COMMUNITY TASKFORCE: Allegra Schecter
· Community Solar- sign up is still open for Residents to join and save on their electric bill. 
· NYSERDA Clean Energy Communities- The Town of Roseboom received a $100k grant, and the building project was approved.   First installment of $21,040 received from NYSERDA on 5/23. Deposit payment of $11,676.25 made to NP Environmental for the Heat Pump. Deposit Payment of $12.496 made to Stowell Construction for siding (Majority from NYSERDA first installment, remaining from municipal building reserve savings, which will be reimbursed when NYSERDA money is received).  2nd NYSERDA installment of $3,960 received on 6/4, paid to Revolution Solar.  Remainder of balance paid to Stowell Construction $17,950 for siding. Remainder was paid to Revolution Solar $11,126.25. Another NYSERDA payment of $30,962.38 was received on 12/23.   The remaining payment for the heat pumps was received in March; the amount was $32,643.37.   We have approximately $1800 remaining on this grant, and the town has submitted this for approval, this will be close out the grant.  
· Watershed Resilience Grant- this is something Allegra is exploring as the Town has been encouraged to apply for this. 

PLANNING BOARD: Allegra Schecter, Planning Board liaison              
· Meetings are on hold for now. 

PUBLIC COMMENT: Liam and Lucy came to share a concern over the town’s practice of not sending out receipts right away when someone pays by check.    Lucy states that it is State Law that receipts must be issued immediately, she also indicated that she has checked with several other towns, even out of Otsego County and no other towns have this practice. Supervisor VanDewerker asked Town Clerk Seeley to share current practice, this has been the practice for over 20 years and is done due to the potential of bounced checks.  Lucy indicated that she had stopped multiple times to follow up on her receipt with the town clerk, Supervisor VanDewerker asked that she keep this to office hours.   Town Clerk Seeley also shared that she had reached out to Lucy after her last stop by, with no response.   Lucy was provided with the phone number for the town clerk and was encouraged to call and discuss her concerns, a call was never received.   Phone and email are the best method to contact the town clerk for the quickest response.  The town agreed to review and assess current procedure to ensure we are in compliance with the state.

Lucy commented regarding State Forests and her concerns regarding the connectors that Leslie shared.
