Essay	topic:	Write	a	short	essay	that	describes	areas	in	your	life	where	
you	demonstrated	leadership	and	overcame	obstacles	either	through	
your	school,	in	your	community	or	family	life. 
Essay	will	be	reviewed	for	grammar,	spelling	and	content.	Remember	the	
topic,	stay	focused. 
	
IMPORTANT:	Your	application	must	be	submitted	directly	to	your	
school Counselor	no	later	than	March	28th,	2026. 
All	scholarship	proceeds	will	be	forwarded	to	the	awarded	student's	
college/school	of	choice	upon	enrollment.
