Balloting for the Miniflora® Court of Honor


The year marked to first time three courts of honor, hybrid tea/grandiflora, Miniflora, and miniature, were chosen at a district show.  Judges chairmen of local shows that are planning on selecting all three courts of honor next year should be aware that balloting for an additional court of honor can add some additional time to the judging and should plan accordingly.  One way of expediting judging is to have someone not otherwise involved in the judging responsible for the balloting for each court of honor.  While the ballots are being counted for one court, the judges are balloting on the second court.  While they are balloting on the third court, the ballots are being counted for the second court, and the first court is being set up for the final balloting.  This way, there is a minimum amount of time lost waiting for ballots to be counted and the roses set up for the final ballot.  If necessary to keep judging on schedule, half the judges can ballot on the Miniflora court and half on the miniature court.

Rose Get-a-way Weekend Photo Contest

It has been requested at the District Convention that we summarize the program and list current “CareWinners” roses (even though we know that some of them need to be eliminated). This article will attempt to do that.  We could just as readily call this program the “Easy-to-care-for roses for every garden.”  The importance of such a program should be quite evident: everyone is busy with a myriad of things to do, society is so hectic, people do not readily join societies, and we want more free time.  These are some of the reasons why this program was begun.  I believe it was a good beginning but I also believe that we must not lose sight of it and we must continue to improve it.  Hardly any rose is totally carefree but some come closer than others.  We need to point out that roses are not difficult to grow if you choose the right varieties and understand a few basics of rose growing.


  


There are some criteria that must be met in order for a rose to make the list of ‘CareWinners.’  As you evaluate your roses be sure to keep these criteria in mind.


Garden Friendly: the rose establishes readily in the garden.  Proper planting and watering in the first year at least are important and should not be ignored.  There’s rarely a plant that can be stuck into the ground and then forgotten.  Once a rose is established, it should thrive without much care.  The rose should thrive without too much pampering.


Vigorous: this cultivar grows with reasonable fertilization and care; no special treatment is required.  Once a rose is established it should grow vigorously.  Fertilizer is beneficial but not absolutely necessary.


Abundant bloom: the bloom quality and number are acceptable, there are many blooms per plant and that the plant is rarely 


without a display.  The best ‘CareWinners’ bloom early and are among the last to stop in autumn.


Winter hardy:  during most winters in the Penn-Jersey 





district.  Some varieties are notorious for not surviving a cold winter.  A ‘CareWinner’ will survive under most winter situations.  Some winter damage may occur but the plant will survive and, due to its vigor, will prosper in the following season.


Available:  the rose can be purchased locally or by a national mail order company.  Nothing is more frustrating to the average gardener than wanting a particular variety and not being able to find it.  Many local nurseries feature roses that are not easy-to-care-for.  Therefore, it is important that local rose societies encourage nurseries to stock ‘CareWinners.’  The average gardener is not necessarily aware of all the mail order companies that sell roses. No spraying required: this particular rose may benefit from spraying, but clearly it must be immune-tolerant to blackspot.  When people think of rose care and those things that they dislike, the first thing that comes to mind is usually spraying.  The need to spray is probably the number one factor that limits the growth of the rose hobby.  Spraying a ‘CareWinner” is not required, but some may benefit from it.  Many exhibitors must spray—later in this article we will urge them to evaluate anyway.  How does one evaluate a rose as to whether it needs to be sprayed or not?  1) A rose that never gets the disease (blackspot) is considered immune.   2) A rose on a second or lesser level of resistance is considered to be tolerant.  A tolerant rose will get the disease but continue to grow anyway.  Typically, a tolerant rose will not defoliate significantly.  3) The third class of rose has very little tolerance and is considered susceptible.  In this class, rose varieties will vary from some to complete defoliation.  In the worst case, a single lesion on a highly susceptible variety is enough to cause that leaf to drop.  Roses that defoliate due to blackspot will have few blooms, look unsightly, and will be more susceptible to winter kill.  That is why the typical non-spraying gardener in the northeast who grows only hybrid teas (many of which fall into this category) will often come to view the rose as an annual. 





 A ‘CareWinner’ must be a rose that overcomes this problem.  Unfortunately, very few roses are immune to blackspot.  The rose that comes close is ‘Knock Out.’  There may be a few spots on this variety, but generally it is disease free.  There are probably a few other varieties like that.  Frank Benardella assures me that the cultivar ‘Home Run’ (a 2006 Weeks’ introduction) is even better than ‘Knock Out.’  I also feel that I grow several Romantica roses that fit this category—they will be found in the list that comes later.  There are not many varieties that exhibit the same level of resistance to blackspot as ‘Knock Out,’


but there are a significant number that measure up to the next level of tolerance.





  Local rose societies need to educate the public that a little blackspot is OK on a tolerant variety.  It would be nice if we had numerous varieties immune to blackspot, but that is not the case.  At this time, tolerance is the state-of-the-art.  For the most part, the Penn-Jersey ‘CareWinners’ show good tolerance to blackspot with minimal defoliation.


Other beneficial criteria: fragrance, self-trimming and mildew; but these are NOT NECESSARY criteria.  NOTE: Exhibition potential is not a factor!  


We hope that you have digested all that has been presented up to this point.  As you evaluate your roses keep these points in mind.  The one thing that I would like to make most abundantly clear is that you let us know whether you spray the rose you are evaluating or not.  Of course, we know that it is most important to know those roses that are immune or tolerant without spraying, but it is also valuable for those who spray to know those that are wretched and given over to blackspot even with spraying.

Penn-Jersey District Rose Show








The Consulting Rosarian and the Master Rosarian





Questions and Answers, Artistic Arranging

Why spend time on a collection when you know those roses will not win Queen? What is the attraction on a having a collection of five roses when there are many other trophies to be won? What is the big deal about this collection anyway? At the national level, the top prize viewed by many exhibitors is not the Queen but the J. Horace McFarland Memorial Award. In the Pa/NJ District, the McFarland Trophy is a collection of five Hybrid Tea roses, other districts, like the Colonial, have six listed for the collection and at the national level, seven is the requirement. Why is this considered the ultimate prize at a District or National show when there is a Queen to be won? Because this collection needs to have five, six or seven Queen quality blooms to win. All the roses need to be a different variety but here is the catch, they need to be coordinated by color and form. In a show with competition, those roses with the best matching form and color, arranged properly will win.





Now I know by this point you may be saying, this is too difficult or I would never be able to win. However, I once thought the same things. At my first District show, not realizing the high standard required, I entered the class. I, of course, did not win but it was a start and over the course of time I began to realize how difficult this collection was to put together. But why work on the McFarland when the Queen is only one rose. That is my point, the Queen is only one rose and a very special one at that but the McFarland opens up more opportunities for planning and arranging with rewarding results. A well-constructed collection can be the focal point of any show. At several of the national shows I’ve had the privilege of exhibiting, the McFarland was usually the focal point on the head table and I can say that quite honestly because I had the Queen at one of them. The collection is studied for its overall beauty and the elements that made it work.





What are those elements? Obviously something is required to make one collection better than another and the same rules apply for McFarlands at the district level as well. In my mind there are three key elements. First the colors must work well together. Pinks, reds and whites make up most of the roses in winning collections. I studied the combinations of winning national McFarlands over the course of 5 – 6 and found this to be true. Other colors, like yellow or orange, can be used but it usually decreases the overall value of the collection because those colors are hard to blend. Form is the second element. The blooms must be at exhibition stage for overall effect but what comes next is even more important, the forms of the blooms should be matched. Crystalline and Uncle Joe are both great roses but one is circular in nature while the other is quilled. When placed next to each other in the collection the differences are magnified lowering the overall unity of the collection. This brings me to the third key element needed when competing, staging. Staging is the placement of the roses within the collection itself. The shape of the collection itself is primarily based on the number of roses required, the colors and form of the roses used. Uncle Joe, Dublin and Veteran’s Honor are all red roses but the former two pale in color when placed near Veteran’s Honor. So you either drop one from the collection or place them far enough apart so the differences are not magnified. When staging the McFarland, I usually work with six or seven blooms and mix and match until the best combination is achieved.





This made be a lot to take in but it takes trial and error and patience to find the right combination.  Like anything, this requires time and several attempts made be needed until you get the idea. If you have never entered this class by all means try, you may surprise yourself. Also, keep in mind that much of the above can be said for the Ralph Moore Trophy, the McFarland equivalent for minis.

(editor’s note: A seminar on Artistic Arranging and judging was held at the 2005 District convention.  There were many questions on showing and judging arrangements, several of which are included in this article along with answers.)





Why do some people put ARS on the top of their design entry tags?


Some District and National trophies are only open to members of the American Rose Society (another good reason to join the ARS).  The schedule should have the specific details.





Why do some people put P-J on the top of their design entry tag?


Some of the District trophies can be won by non Penn-Jersey members but physical position of the trophy can only be with a resident of Penn-Jersey District, and some trophies can only be won by a Penn-Jersey resident.  If you reside in Pennsylvania or New Jersey, it helps the committee to write P-J on the top of the tag.  Read the schedule carefully for instructions and ask the chair of designs.


Why do some people put AG on the top of their design entry tags?


To let the committee and the judges know that the designer of that entry grew the roses in that design, that they did not get them from any garden but theirs. Arranger Grown means just that, grown outdoors by the arranger of that design.





There are ARS Medal Certificates awarded to blue ribbon winners scoring 92 points or more that are eligible for these medal certificates.  Two sets of medal certificates are available: Gold, Silver and Bronze for large designs and Gold, Silver, and Bronze for Miniature designs.  The ARS established these Certificates to encourage designers to grow their own roses.   Some National and District Challenge classes call for arranger grown roses and being a member of the American Rose Society.  Read the schedule carefully and if in doubt ASK.  In the Penn-Jersey district and at some National shows you will see pieces of colored paper (usually yellow) that say “arranger grown scoring 92 points or more” placed by the judges on some blue ribbon designs.   This helps identify which designs are eligible for these medal certificates.  At the end of the judging, the judging teams look at all the designs that have these signs and rank the designs.  The best 





design gets Gold, second best Silver, and the third best design Bronze.  A design can get a style award like the Artist Award and also a medal certificate IF it contains only roses grown by the exhibitor and it scores 92 points or better.





The point score of a blue ribbon (1st place) winner must be 90 points or greater, red ribbon (2nd place) winner is between 85-89 points, yellow (3rd place) winner is between 80-84 and white or green (Honorable Mention) winner 75 to 79 points.





To win any top ARS awards the point score must be 92 points or greater.  Medal Certificates must be with arranger grown roses (by the designer). Styles awards like Artist, Oriental, and Royalty etc can use anyone’s roses AS LONG AS THEY ARE OUTDOOR GROWN.

I was asked to write an article about the Consulting Rosarian (CR) School that was conducted this past summer.  I immediately felt that that wouldn’t be much of an article since every CR School is simply a day’s presentations of what a consulting rosarian is all about.  I felt it would be worthwhile explaining what a Consulting Rosarian is and what he/she does.  It also seemed right to end the article with the new designation that a CR who meets certain qualifications can achieve—the Master Rosarian.





The American Rose Society  (ARS) was first an organization of nurserymen before it became a society to serve the general public.  Dr. Robert Huey (ever wonder where the name of that ubiquitous rose came from?) brought up the idea of providing a bureau of information for rose growers.  By 1920 this bureau was formalized into what we now know as the Consulting Rosarians.  Since the ARS is primarily an educational society it makes sense to have rosarians whose duty it is to educate.





To become a CR there are certain qualifications.  You must be a member of the ARS for at least three consecutive years and an active member of a local rose society.  You must grow various types of roses for at least five years.  You must have willingness to share knowledge and enthusiasm for the rose.  I refer you to the Consulting Rosarian Manual for other requirements.


	


The most important aspect of the CR program is that which is related to the word ‘consulting.’  The CRs should make every effort to attain a greater knowledge of the rose and then they should SHARE this knowledge.  In this way the person is a true consulting rosarian.  I refer you to the Consulting Rosarian Manual in which it deals more at length with this sharing; in their own gardens growing new and great roses for others to see and emulate; the volunteer work in the local rose society and their willingness to hold offices; and an openness to work for the American Rose Society when possible.  In order to keep on top of all of these responsibilities we have the CR Schools.  The reason why a CR cannot earn more than 4 credits at one time is that he/she is expected to gain credits frequently in order to remain current.


	


Is there any way to reward those who have lived up to these CR standards?  There are bronze, silver, and gold medals which have been awarded to outstanding members, but they have never been specifically granted for being an outstanding rosarian—a Master Rosarian.  Thus the Master Rosarian program was begun.  In 2005 there were 159 CRs nominated and granted the medals proclaiming them to be Master Rosarians (MR).  Those MRs who were present at the 2005 Spring National Convention were acknowledged at the banquet.  Others have been recognized at their district or local events.  Most recently, at Valley Forge, 11 of our district’s CRs were so honored as they received their medals.  This is only the beginning.  The selection process for 2005-2006 has begun.  What are the criteria for becoming a MR?  The MR candidate must have served as a CR for a minimum of ten years demonstrating outstanding performance.  The person must also be an active CR and be willing to continue to serve as a CR.  What constitutes ‘outstanding performance?’  First of all, the members of the district or the local society consider this person to be a CR well above average.  Articles that have been written for local, district, or national publications prove this superiority.  Such CRs have often edited their local or district Newsletters.  Such CRs also often make presentations at local, district, or national meetings.  They have likewise urged people to join local clubs or the ARS, and they encourage others to grow roses.  These CRs are always helping with local rose society activities and often become officers in their societies.  These activities, together with many more, have often led to the awarding of the designation of Outstanding Judge of the Year, or Outstanding CR of the Year, or the awarding of the 





bronze or silver medals.

When I first started to think seriously about exhibiting roses, I was told by judges and experienced exhibitors to look at the lists in the “American Rose” magazine of the top 25 hybrid teas and miniatures for the past 5 and 10 years and make sure I grew the top 10 of each (and preferably several of each) variety if I wanted to be a good exhibitor.  When I grew many of these top varieties, I found that they either want to grow in my garden, didn’t like my New Jersey winters or the blooms didn’t have winning size/form/color.  I gave up on Black Magic, Cajun Sunrise (neither of which has won in PJ in the past 5 years although ranked nationally), Hot Tamale, Jean Kenneally and Minnie Pearl.  After talking to local exhibitors I never tried St. Patrick, Behold, Incognito or Dancing Flame as they either did not over-winter well here, opened too quickly or just didn’t have the winning coloring that warmer climates seemed to get in the rose.  (I’ll confess that I never grew Incognito as I wasn’t fond of the mauve-yellow coloring).  Some exhibition variety roses just do better and some do much worse in my garden.  I believe the national lists are skewed towards the southern districts that have longer growing seasons, more rose growers, more rose societies and more rose shows than we do in Penn-Jersey.  I hope these lists will help the exhibitors, experienced, novice and those who might be considering exhibiting, by showing which roses exhibit well in Penn-Jersey.  Also the lists could help the less experienced judges or those considering becoming a judge by showing what roses they should try to learn in order to judge in the district.





Data was collected from 947 entries from 61 rose shows  held 2001-2005 throughout Penn-Jersey district and national rose shows where Penn-Jersey exhibitors won.  For hybrid tea, miniature and mini-flora classes points were calculated by giving each Queen=6, King=5, Princess=4, court of honor or placement in winning McFarland or Moore trophy winner=3 points.  Best mini-flora received 6 points.  For all other classes, each winning entry received one point.  Each variety in the winning Buck trophy received one point.
