BEHAVIOUR MANAGEMENT POLICY

At Pre-school the children are encouraged to respect and care for one another.  Positive behaviour is endorsed and praised.

1. During register time the children are told what group rules are, e.g. no running, no throwing sand etc. and other rules appropriate to the days activities.

2. Physical punishment, smacking or shaking etc., is never used or threatened.

3. If staff consider it necessary, a child may be given “time out” from a situation.  During this time the child will be given adult support to help them find out what they have done wrong and why they are away from the activities.  Following “time out” children are encouraged to say or show how sorry they are for their behaviour/actions and, with adult support, bridge gaps with their peers.

4. The Pre-school staff ensure, that in all cases of misbehaviour, it is made clear to the child/children that it is the behaviour that is unwelcome and not the child.

5. Key-persons liaise with parents/carers over any problems with behaviour concerning their child.  Our named person responsible for overseeing behaviour management is our Supervisor, Mrs Zita Vallis.
6. Staff endeavour at all times to ensure that the atmosphere in Pre-school is loving and caring.  It is believed that discipline is more effective in a compassionate and sympathetic environment.

7. Discriminating remarks and/or behaviour are unacceptable at Pre-school.  All cases will be dealt with in a manner that is sensitive to the recipient and help is given to those responsible to understand and overcome their prejudices.

8. In extreme cases of unwelcome behaviour, particularly when the child may cause injury to her/himself or others, the Supervisor will use his/her discretion and speak with the parents/carers regarding the removal of the child from the Pre-school sessions.
