Ash Wednesday (February 18, 2026) marks the beginning of the Lenten season. Christians
throughout the world collectively observe 40 days (46 minus the Sundays) leading to Easter,
reflecting on the suffering, sacrifice, death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ. Many Christians
use these six weeks for self-examination to either give up something or add a new discipline into their
lives. Fasting reminds us that nothing can fill the void in our lives except Jesus. A new discipline
does the same, ultimately drawing us nearer to God. So how will you use this season to grow
spiritually? Here are a few suggestions:

Attend weekly Lenten worship services

Increase ministry involvement at church

Fellowship with someone you do not know well at Lenten soup suppers
Add 15 minutes to your daily devotion and prayer time

Reduce personal spending and increase gifts to ministries

This week we are featuring music from the Gaithers in our worship service.

William (Bill) Gaither formed The Gaither Trio while a student at Anderson
University in Anderson, Indiana. The trio consisted of his sister, Mary Ann, his
brother, Danny, and himself. Bill graduated with a major in English and a minor in
music after which he began working as an English teacher at Alexandria Monroe
High School, but the Trio never stopped performing.

Bill met Gloria at the high school, where she was teaching French. She also
coincidentally, studied at Anderson University where she earned degrees in
English, French, and Sociology. They married in 1962 and began writing music
together for fun. Since then, they have written, mostly together, over 700 songs.

Bill decided that he could not do both teaching and music and so began working
full-time in the Christian Music industry, where he helped organize the first Dove
Awards in 1969. In 1965 Gloria took Mary Ann’s place in the Gaither Trio and toured
with them steadily for 30 years where they shared their comforting, testimonial,
and inspiring music.

They collaborated on many songs that would become popular, and the staples of
hymnals with a more contemporary leaning.
