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Psalm 22:30 “Posterity shall serve him; it shall be told of the Lord to the coming generation; 
they shall come and proclaim his righteousness to a people yet unborn, that he has done 
it.” 

I just wanted to send out a huge Thank You to everyone who supported and donated to our 
Youth Impact Retreat. The theme this year was: FOLLOWER. We examined, discussed, and 
prayed through what it means to be an active and authentic follower of Jesus Christ in a 
very dark and confused world.  

The investment you made be it financially or prayerfully or both, made an impact not just on 
our youth at Living Word but on the Youth across our district. Investing in our youth is such 
a vital part of ensuring that our church and our faith sustains long after you and I are gone. 
We must realize that youth culture is different than when we were young and will be 
different when our youth are adults.
