IMPORTANT NOTICES

Lake Safety: As a reminder, swimming in the lakes is not permitted. Also, jumping off a bridge is very dangerous and
against the rules. Over the summer, it was reported that kids were seen jumping off the bridge on Bridge Street. Please

discuss the dangers with your children. No diving or swimming signs are posted on the bridge.

Trash: Please do not litter! Do not discard trash and debris onto the streets, greenspace or empty lots. Also, do not use the

town center firepit to dispose of trash, beer bottles, etc. Help us keep the neighborhood looking neat, tidy and beautiful.

Architectural Review Board (ARB): Please remember that exterior changes to your house or yard requires approval from
the Architectural Review Board (ARB) prior to work commencing. The ARB is in place to ensure that exterior changes
enhance our community without infringing on other properties. An ARB application can be found on The Waters Assembly

website in the “Forms and Documents” section.

Lawn Maintenance: We regularly receive reports of unsightly yards and carports. Be thoughtful of your neighbors and make

sure your yard, patio, carports, etc. are neat and tidy.

Landscaping: For safety reasons, any landscaping growing across the sidewalk or into the right of ways will be trimmed
without notice to the individual homeowner. Please maintain your landscaping so that it does not extend across the sidewalk

or into the right of way. If you have dead shrubs, plants or trees, they should be removed promptly.

This Side Only Parking: We regularly receive calls about vehicles continuing to park on the wrong side of the road.

For safety and easier access for first responders, Pike Road Volunteer Fire Department has requested every street have a
designated “this side only parking.” Please park vehicles and golf carts on the appropriate side of the street as indicated by
the posted signage.

Blue Heron Pool Club (BHPC) Bus Stop: At the beginning of the school year, we received several reports about kids who
are waiting for the bus at the BHPC, jumping the fence and trying to force the gate open. Please remind your children the
gates are only accessible by an amenity card and the card holder must be 14 years old or older. Jumping the fence is not

allowed. Should the activity continue, or damage occurs, camera footage will be reviewed, and damage costs assessed to the

involved parties.

No Soliciting: The Waters is a No Soliciting community. Do not purchase from a solicitor; this includes the pine straw
guys. We have a No Soliciting sign posted at the entrance. If you are interested in a No Soliciting sticker to post on your
window and/or door at your residence, stop by the Information Center to pick up one that is ARB approved. If a solicitor is
on your private property, the HOA cannot enforce the soliciting rule. However, if you have a No Soliciting notice posted at

your property then you can enforce the rule by contacting the Sheriff’s department.

Basketball/Tennis Courts: NO bicycles, golf carts, skates, skateboards, riding toys, hockey or other activities are permitted

on the courts.

Speed Limit: Please be mindful of the 18mph speed limit throughout the neighborhood. Please share with all household

members and guests.

Boats: There have been reports of children/teenagers using the parked boats as a hang out/play area. Any damage incurred
will be the responsibility of the resident/parent. The boats are only to be used, by qualified drivers, on the lake for their
