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Pet Perfect Ways to be a
Good Neighbor

The Waters Assembly receives many calls and emails regarding pets. Below is a list of the
most common concerns.

Dogs off leash — Montgomery County requires all dogs to be leashed. Leashes must be
used in the areas around the lakes, on the roadways and walking trails and in any open
spaces. There have been reports of loose dogs frightening children, running out in front of
cars and scaring and injuring the wildlife.

Barking dogs - Dogs that bark or howl constantly disrupt the quiet and make it very
unpleasant for neighbors. If you have a howling or frequent barker doggie, please make an
effort to keep it from disturbing neighbors.

Scoop the Poop - Please be courteous and take a pooper scooper and bag with you when
you walk your pets. No one likes to find a surprise left by a pet when they are walking on
the grass or sidewalk.

Catting Around — Cats are not required to be leashed but are trespassing when they enter

another person’s property. Please be courteous to your neighbors and keep the cat at
home.
