  Re:  Guide for Use with Encasements
We are now receiving reports of difficulty in post treatment control where mattress and/or box spring encasements are used.

Unlike the surfaces of textile and fabric most encasements are smooth.  

While you may treat these areas with either VA88TM or GlowGuardTM, these smooth areas do not well retain the residual particles or if retained, the bed bug’s legs are often long enough to allow them to travel across these surfaces without the necessary contact with their torso.  

This is best done on irregular textile and fabric surfaces. 

If two smooth encasement areas face each other as is the case where both a mattress and box springs are encased, the space between the two encasements may not provide sufficient residual to eliminate hatched nymphs or re-introduced adults that find their way there.

In order to provide a “killing surface” between the two encasements, treat a towel or blanket and lay this treated fabric material between the two encasements.  The bed can be made up as usual.  Don’t forget to treat the bed spread.
While there will be no odor or visible sign that the towel or blanket has been treated, the diffused reservoir like particles that provide for the residual will be enmeshed in the fabric of the towel or blanket and will provide the necessary protection to this area.
