CODE OF LAW



1. Name

The name of this organisation shall be Padivattom Residents Association Unit-IlI,

abbreviated as PRA-III.

2. Symbol

A small house and yard with a Kalpaka tree on the left in front of the house =S5t

3. Address

As the association does not have its own office building, all correspondence shall be

conducted at the Secretary’s address, subject to updates as necessary.

4. Scope of Action

This association covers families residing from Padivattom Bus Stop in the south, along both

sides of Sangamam Road and its sub-roads, ending in front of Padivattom L.P. School.

5. Objectives

a) To operate beyond personal politics, organisational politics, caste, or religion, with no
profit motive. The funds or profits of the organisation shall not be distributed among its
members.

b) To foster friendship and social relationships among the families within the association and
collectively address common concerns.

¢) To find solutions for civic issues such as road maintenance, water supply, electricity,
mosquito control, waste management, and anti-social activities.

d) To ensure necessary assistance to members in case of accidents or deaths within their

families.



e) To identify and encourage academic, artistic, and sporting talents among children of the
members.

f) To promote religious harmony and national integration.

g) To accept and manage donations for executing association projects, subject to committee
approval.

h) To contribute to the overall development of the region and the nation.

6. Membership, Fees, and Subscription

a) Any head of household residing within the association’s jurisdiction is eligible for
membership. Applications must be submitted to the Secretary in the prescribed form.
b) Tenant families may apply for membership but must provide their permanent address.
Tenants are not eligible for key positions (President, Vice President, Secretary, Joint
Secretary, Treasurer).

c) An entry fee of X100/- shall be collected at the time of membership.

d) A monthly subscription of X50/- shall be collected. Members may opt to pay X600/-
annually in advance.

e) The Governing Body shall have the authority to approve or reject membership
applications.

f) Membership includes the head of the family, their spouse, children, and dependents.
g) Only one member per family shall have voting rights.

h) Upon the death of a member, voting rights shall transfer to the eldest heir of the family.

7. Code of Conduct for Members

a) Members must adopt and implement resolutions of the General Meeting.

b) At least one adult (18+ years) per household must attend the General Meeting.
c) The association shall not be used for caste, religious, or political gains.

d) The use of intoxicating substances is prohibited during association meetings and events.

8. Termination of Membership

Membership shall be terminated under the following circumstances:

a) If the member sells their house and moves out of the jurisdiction.



b) If there is no family representation in three consecutive General Meetings.

c) If the subscription is unpaid for six months.

d) Upon voluntary resignation.

e) If the member fails to respond to a show cause notice issued by the Governing Body.

f) If the member engages in activities contrary to the association’s objectives or tarnishes its
reputation. In such cases, the Governing Body may temporarily suspend the member and

seek final approval in the next General Meeting.

9. Administrative System
- The tenure of the Governing Body shall be three years.
- The operational year shall run from April 1 to March 31 of the following year.
- 11 committee members shall be elected in the General Meeting and shall elect:
1. President
2. Two Vice Presidents
3. General Secretary
4. Two Joint Secretaries
5. Treasurer
- Adequate representation shall be given to women and Scheduled Castes/Backward Classes.
- In emergencies, the Executive Committee may take decisions, subject to approval at the

next General Meeting.

10. Functions and Duties of the Governing Committee

a) Collect and manage member subscriptions.

b) Accept and account for donations.

c) Approve and manage the annual budget.

d) Present the annual report and audited accounts at the General Meeting.
e) Maintain accurate records.

f) Protect the association’s assets.

g) Hold monthly committee meetings (quorum: 7 members).

h) The Secretary shall convene committee meetings when necessary.

i) The committee shall be accountable to the General Assembly.



j) The President shall have a casting vote in case of a tie.

11. Duties of Office Bearers

President:

- Preside over meetings and oversee administration.
- Represent the association in public affairs.

- Manage financial transactions with the Secretary and Treasurer.

Vice Presidents:
- Act on behalf of the President in their absence.

- Perform special duties assigned by the committee.

General Secretary:

- Maintain all records and correspondence.

- Convene meetings and prepare minutes.

- Manage bank transactions with the President and Treasurer.

- Retain X500/- for operational expenses.

Joint Secretary:
- Assist the General Secretary in administration.

- Act as Secretary in their absence.

Treasurer:

- Maintain financial records.

- Present financial statements at meetings.

- Conduct banking transactions with the President and Secretary.

- Retain X1000/- for daily expenses.

Committee Members:
- Assist office-bearers in administrative matters.

- Maintain an updated family list of all members.



- Attend at least one committee meeting per month.

12. Auditing

- Two auditors shall be elected at the General Meeting.

- They shall review accounts before the Annual General Meeting and submit a report.

This Code of Law was approved in the General Meeting on 22-05-2005 and revised on 12-12-
2010 and 23-03-2025.
