6. Be friendly. Don’t be the grouch on the street, or the person who never says, “Hi!” No matter our tempera-
ments, we can all smile and wave.

e Pressure you not to consult with friends and
family.

» Urge you to hand over personal information

like your Social Security humber or account
numbers.

e Always remember: if an offer sounds too
good to be true, it most likely is!
