After Jim Carter retired he mowed the cemetery
grounds for several years.

There are over 1,000 graves in the cemetery which is
divided into three parts: The east section is referred to
as Carter; center section is Carter 2nd; west is Phillips.
In the east section there are several graves of Veterans
from the Civil War (1861-1865). The south section
which is not yet open for lots, will be the Willard Lydick
section. In the 1980’s someone did a class research
paper. They determined the first grave was in 1806.

As you can imagine, there is a lot of time and care that
goes into the maintenance of the grounds. Willard
mows the south section and Willard’s daughter, Sharon
Lydick Anderson, and Don Wingler maintain the re-
mainder of the cemetery grounds. Willard expressed
that he is proud of the good job that Sharon and Don
do!
